Observations:

· NIEM subset does not include ansi-nist domain

· V3.04 from web includes User’s Guide in package – not present in the 3.1.1  package)

· User’s Guide ~= spec (?)
· Content:

· Intro

· Data model
· Only mentions SOAP 2 places (word appears 5 times)

· EBTS is never mentioned, so relationship with XML version of EBTS is not clear

Potentially useful materials

· Providing WSDL templates

· They offer different paradigms – do we need to do that or pick one?

· Using XML in the SOAP Body

· Using a String in the SOAP Body

· Using base64Encoded or raw bytes in the SOAP body

· They use NIEM as the basis – we could take similar approach using INCITS BIAS as a basis

· Put in schema form

· Samples are a good idea

What else do we need?

· A complete specification, defining how to use the XML services within a SOAP message

· Elements of SOAP envelope (e.g., operation name?)
· Implementation rules (e.g., one operation per message?)

· SOAP/WSDL constraints

· Call out WS-I?

· Further tailoring/profiling to ensure interoperability

· Security considerations

· Handling of binary data, attachments
