Committee Specification

The OASIS Business Transaction Technical Committee approves the current draft (0.9.6.2) of the specification, subject to minor editorial corrections and resolves to issue it as OASIS Committee Specification BTP 1.0 (recognizing that transaction coordination migration is part of the continued work of the committee moving forward to final issue as an OASIS Standard), on or before Monday June 3, in parallel with the primer, which is to be approved by the committee by that date.

Current TC membership is 19, 16 votes cast.

Issue 89 Externalized State

It was voted to take Tony Fletcher’s proposal (see http://lists.oasis-open.org/archives/bt-spec/200205/msg00027.html), annotate as informational, and remove the “any” and “additional information” fields, and include as an annex in the document as non-normative.

Passed with 12 in favor and 2 against.

Sub-Committees

It was voted and agreed to terminate the existing sub-committees: Messaging, Model and Protocol, Security, Specification, and Workflow.  The mail list archives will be maintained and the bt-spec mail list will continue to be active for discussion of editorial issues with the specification.  A new mail list (bt-impl) will be created for discussion of implementation issues and experience.

The Conformance and Interoperability sub-committee will continue, with no chair yet selected.  Initial members are Mark Potts, Pyounguk Cho, Tony Fletcher, Jim Webber, and Mark Little.

Charter - Examine the questions of conformance and interoperability and report back to the TC.

A new sub-committee, Transaction Coordination Migration is formed with Bill Cox and Alastair Green as co-chairs.   Initial members are Geoff Brown, Mark Little, and Sanjay Dalal

Charter – Examine the question of coordination migration and report back to the TC.

Actions and Activity

TC Chair

Bill Pope expressed a desire to step down as chair after the completion of the Committee Specification.  Nominations for a new chair are being accepted.

Recognition

Peter Furniss will be recognized on the BT TC web site for the multiple roles he performed for the TC, among these are recording secretary, editor, web site maintainer, and issues list maintainer.

Issues List

There will be two lists of issues visible on the TC web site, one for maintenance issues with the current specification and one for extensions of features and functions beyond what exists in the Committee Specification. 

Primer

The Primer is to be completed and reviewed by the TC before June 3rd.   The working draft will be made available to the TC membership on the BTP TC web site.

Next Meeting

The next meeting of the TC will be a phone conference on Wednesday, May 29th at 12 noon eastern time.  A host for this call is still needed.  The primary object of this call is to vote to accept the Primer.

Issues Raised

OASIS IPR

Not all of the initial submissions have attached an OASIS IPR statement.  It was requested that all companies get this resolved and report back to the committee as soon as possible.  There was animated discussion around reasonable and non-discriminatory licensing versus free or open licensing.
