I don't understand his comment. As far as I can see, 2.0 (like 1.0) allows Latin1, or utf8, or utf16 in SF, but only one choice per metafile, and it must be declared in the BegMet element. Am I missing some ambiguity in the wording? See PPF, T.14.5.

The URI of the 'xcfurl' parameter of the xcfterm production in the above fragment EBNF can be absolute or relative. A relative 'xcfurl' URI is resolved relative to the WebCGM instance with which the XML Companion File is a companion i.e. relative to the WebCGM file referenced by the base part of the URI containing the fragment rather than relative to the file containing the URI reference (e.g., an HTML file).]]]
That sounds odd. However it seems the xcf is loaded into the cgm viewer, using a fragment identifier that gives the URI of the xcf .... (as a char string, looks under specified).
Example in 3.1.1.5 could usefully use example.net for one of the uris, to make it clearer.

I'm unsure what is the problem. Chris seems to think it is okay, as illustrated by the example (plus suggests some improvement to the latter). But seems to think the wording is odd. Anyone else see what the problem is?

***Lofton's Preliminary Assessment***

First, the *default* is changed to zoom+newHighlight. Second, the 2.0 mapping rule for viewers is "map view_context to zoom+newHighlight". I'm not sure that it would make sense to constrain WebCGM 2.0 by the 1.0 rules, just because they were adopted into SVG (if indeed they were) -- the constituencies (and requirements) are very different, and the 2.0 set of atomic rules have been well-discussed based on 1.0 experience.

***Lofton's Preliminary Assessment***

All of this was purposely underspecified in 1.0, with the idea that requirements would be refined and it would be further specified in future versions. A requirement to do so did not make it into the priority requirements for 2.0. They were discussed, and explicitly deferred again (until after DOM and XCF were done). Note that what's inside para and subpara could in fact not even be text primitives -- it could be polybeziers or even raster bit blts.

Therefore (IMO) questions such as 'bidi block' or 'text to speech' mapping are unanswerable, until appropriate requirements and more precise specification are added to WebCGM.

It would be good to research this a bit and write a coherent statement.

Sounds like alt text, what if this is very different to the actual text? Risk of it being outdated when the CGM is revised. what does 'badly structured' mean here?

***Lofton's Preliminary Assessment***

Once again, all of this was purposely underspecified in 1.0, see CL-d5. It is fine if it's very different from actual text. These things were put into 1.0 as (underspecified) hooks for future specification, or use by cascaded profiles, or ... Once again, note that it might not even be RestText elements inside the APS -- could be raster or geometric primitives. In fact, the whole picture could be a raster image, and this stuff could occur in "overlay mode"(as opposed to embedded mode).

("badly structured" might mean something like text that was letter-by-letter per RestText element, in an order very different from reading order.)
