5.7.1.3 Interface WebCGMMatrix

multiply

Performs matrix multiplication. This matrix is post-multiplied by another matrix, returning a new matrix.

[Ed. Both are useful, but ponder whether pre-multiply or post-multiply is *most* useful. If setting a transform on a node with 'combine' mode, then new=m*old. If computing the CTM as you go down the branches of the tree, then childCTM=parentCTM*m, where m is the specified transform on the child.]

Post-multiplies a translate transform on the current matrix and returns a new matrix. Ex: newMatrix = thisMatrix x translateMatrix.

Post-multiplies a rotation transform on the current matrix and returns a new matrix. The rotation transform allows for a point of rotation to be specified. Ex: newMatrix = thisMatrix x translate(rx,ry) x rotate(angle) x translate(-rx,-ry).

The ACI file is designed as a set of initialization directives for a viewer, and thus is intended to be associated with a viewer instance and processed once per viewer invocation. The normative specification of the method of association of an ACI file with a WebCGM file is beyond the scope of this standard. Some recommedations are given in this chapter.
