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OASIS CIQ TC was invited to give a special presentation about the work of the TC. As requested by our Chair (could not attend at the last minute due to an urgent overseas travel), I had the opportunity to attend and present at the ISO 19160 Addressing Project Meeting held in Canberra, Australia on 6 December 2010 on behalf of the Chair and OASIS CIQ TC.

I didn’t write down all the names of the attendees, but the following key people were from ISO 19160 Project Team were there
, including Serena Coetzee (Chair) , Antony K Cooper, and Piotr Piotrowski (UPS), as well as a good cross section of international guests from Korea, Japan, USA and Australia / New Zealand. 

The Agenda of the day was as per page 4 of the agenda document
, both the Chair as well as the UPS representative reviewed the results to date of addressing standards (ISO 19160 followed by and UPS. Results discussed include Data Models, Metadata, and Methodologies. In particular, UPS describe their effort
 in having its members adopt the postal standards, including working with a number of developing nations (the World Bank Book on Street Addressing
 was mentioned).
After lunch, it was CIQ TC turn to present. The presentation was prepared by Ram beforehand and was very well received (I had people coming up afterwards to let us know they understood what CIQ TC is about). There were discussions during and towards the end of the presentation, most of them around the similarities and differences between ISO 19160 and CIQ TC, including

· Proprietary vs. Open
· Centralized vs. Distributed standard administration

· Address only vs. Name + Address + Extended Info + Party Relationships 
· Hierarchical vs. flat (modular) address data models.

It was followed by Dr. Carl Reed, the CTO and Executive Director of the Open Geospatial Consortium (OGC) Standards program. He gave us an overview of Next Generation 9-1-1 (NG9-1-1)
, and the Civic location Data Exchange Format
 for emergency services.
The last session of the day was to discuss and decide on additional addressing standardization requirements for ISO 19160 Addressing, some of these topics are 
1. Address Assignment schemes

2. Best Practice for Addressing

3. Data Quality Management

4. Address Rendering 

5. Inclusion of Name in the data model

In addition, the chair Dr. Coetzee asked if OASIS CIQ TC is interested in contributing to these additional requirements. She was interested in jointly publishing the standard on both ISO as well as OASIS websites so that parties who are not members of ISO can still get accessed to the standard.
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
