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Poetry Mark-Up

Poems must be marked up using the pbl:poem element described below. Any metadata associated with the individual poem (author, dates, etc) must be placed in the child info element.

Drama Mark-Up

Plays must be marked up using chapters and sections. Sections with a role attribute of “scene” or “act” should be used where appropriate. Dialogs within the play must be marked up using the pbl:dialog element.

The prose, drama and poetry subdirectories of the examples directory contain examples of the usage of this schema.
Block Elements

The elements defined in the Penguin Standard schema are described below. Elements inherited from DocBook (via the Base schema) are prefixed with db:. Those elements marked with an asterisk (*) are considered to be block elements and must have an xml:id attribute assigned.
Attributes

Only one attribute is added to the schema: pbc:linenumber. This attribute may contain any integer. It is inserted into the definition of the DocBook common attributes. Therefore, it is available on any element in the schema, including those inherited from DocBook. pbc:roleref also inherits the DocBook linking attribute set

Additionally, all the elements defined in this schema inherit the DocBook common attribute set. A role has been defined for every new custom element. No predefined values have been defined for this element.

pbl:line*
pbl:line is used to represent a literal line of text in poetry or a single sentence line in drama. The pbl:linenumber attribute should be used where appropriate.
