The following items will be part of the TC charter
a. The name of the TC, such name not to have been previously used for an OASIS TC and not to include any trademarks or service marks not owned by OASIS.

OASIS Service Oriented Architecture Technical Committee (abbreviated as OASIS SOA TC).
b. A statement of purpose, including a definition of the problem to be solved.
Problem to be solved: 
· Many individuals have been discussing Service Oriented Architecture (SOA) yet consensus has not been reached on the definition of SOA.  The name SOA implies it refers to a concrete architecture. If SOA is architecture, it must be able to be defined as architecture.  If SOA cannot be defined, then it is not architecture.
Purpose:

· The SOA TC will deliver a Service Oriented Architecture Reference Model (SOA-RM).  
· Once the  SOA-RM has been delivered, to consider appropriate follow-up, including the creation of sub-committees, promotional material, liaisons or other promulgation of the TCs work, in order to promote specializations of the SOA reference model, in particular for vertical industries.
Definitions used in this section
Reference Model - A reference model is a framework for understanding significant relationships among the entities of some environment, and for the development of consistent standards or specifications supporting that environment. A reference model is based on a small number of unifying concepts and may be used as a basis for education and explaining standards to a non-specialist.
 
Architecture - Software architecture for a system is the structure or structures of the system, which consist of elements and their externally visible properties, and the relationships among them.
 


c. The scope of the work of the TC, which must be germane to the mission of OASIS, and which includes a definition of what is and what is not the work of the TC, and how it can be determined when the work of the TC has been completed. The scope may reference a specific contribution of existing work as a starting point, but other contributions may be made by TC members on or after the first meeting of the TC. Such other contributions will be considered by the voting members of the TC on an equal basis to improve the original starting point contribution.

The TC will:

-- Allow the commission of sub-committees to create specialized SOA models for vertical industries or technology families.
--propose usage and implementation guidelines for creating specializations of the reference model, whether as a formal methodology or as best practice guidelines.

d. A list of deliverables, with completion dates.

1. Service Oriented Architecture Reference Model  – completion date in twelve months from formation of this TC. 

2. (Optionally) Specializations of the SOA Reference Model, possibly including reference architectures,  for vertical industries, technology families or other special interest groups. 
e. The anticipated audience or users of the work.

Anyone involved in the design, documentation or implementation of Service Oriented Architectures (SOA’s) or components thereof, regardless of the standards body under which the work is sanctioned. 
f. The language in which the TC will conduct business.

English . The TC may elect to form subcommittees that produce localized documentation of the TC's work in additional languages.
The following is informational only for the purposes of starting the TC, and will not be part of the TC's charter.
a. Identification of similar or applicable work that is being done in other OASIS TCs or by other organizations, why there is a need for another effort in this area and how this proposed TC will be different, and what level of liaison will be pursued with these other organizations.

There is currently no other standards group defining a reference model for Service Oriented Architecture (SOA).

There have been other groups that have worked on specialized architectures that use concepts of SOA in the past. We currently do not see the requirements for establishing a liaison with those groups.  Liaisons may be decided by team consensus based on needs. 






b. Optionally, a list of contributions of existing technical work that the proposers anticipate will be made to this TC.
1. SOA Reference Model Q & A – written by the conveners of this TC.
2. Elements of an SOA Reference Model – written by conveners of this TC.
