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Aim

In this document, I  will point out components(i.e elements and attributes)  of the CPP spec that are potentially negotiable (even though the CPP spec does not explicitly state that these are indeed negotiable). This will serve as a starting point of discussion by the negotitation sub-team, who will decide whether or not to include these components in the NDD.

I will follow the order in which elements are introduced in the CPPA spec

Components (with respect to version 1.11 of the spec. Line numbers are with respect to the pdf version)

CollaborationProtocolProfile element (Section 8.3, line 689)

Issue: Is the version attribute (line 700) that identifies the version of the schema negotiable? If so, the negotation should vary over a finite subset (say last three) versions.

CollaborationRole element (Section 8.4.4, line 1051)

Issue: There needs to be agreement if BPSS is not used for describing the business collaborations. Is this in scope? Also, is the version attribute of this element negotiable?

Role element  (Section 8.4.5, line 1220)

Issue: Is this negotiable?

ApplicationCertificateRef element (Section 8.4.6, line 1258)

Issue: Spec says “it can be considered during CPA negotiation process”. How?

ApplicationSecurityDetailsRef element (Section 8.4.7, line 1280)

Issue: Spec says “it can be considered during CPA negotiation process”. How?

Service element (Section 8.4.9, line 1320)

Issue: If BPSS is not used, must come to an agreement on the value of this element. Type attribute is used to help this process?

ThisPartyActionBinding  (Section   8.4.12, line 1359)

Issue:  How is the name of tha action-attribute (8.4.12..1) chosen? What is the role of the ActionContext?
