
Minutes of CPPA Negotiation Discussion April 9, 2004
The following discussion took place during the CPPA conference call April 9, 2004.

Attendees:  Martin Sachs, Dale Moberg, Sacha Schlegel, Monica Martin, Pete Wenzel
Marty reported that no new comment sets have been received. We are still waiting for comments from several key members of the TC.
Monica said that the BP TC has been discussing negotiation.  They have a construct called a logical business document, which can have attachments.  They wondered if the CPPA template and NDD could be sent to the other party as attachments to the logical business document.

Marty replied that we haven’t specified much detail on how the CPA Template and NDD that go with the initial-offer negotiation message are sent from the offering party to the other party, e.g. whether they are one or three messages. He assumes that we could define the details of the structure of an initial offer to include a business document. We have not provided for negotiating anything but the CPA. Therefore, any negotiation over the presence or contents of the logical business document is out of scope at this time. We would have to state that any such negotiation would have to be carried on between the prospective trading partners “out-band” before beginning the CPA negotiation. He also pointed out that any statements about a logical business document could not be normative at this stage of the work.

Dale said that he has viewed the initial offer document as the negotiation message with the CPA template and NDD attached to it in some way.
Dale pointed out that we also have an open question of whether we can negotiate using basic SOAP messages with everything in the SOAP body.

Following is a summary of the above in terms of possible work items:
· Review what the current draft says about the structure of the initial offer documents.

· Fill in any gaps in the definition of the structure of the initial offer documents. We should end up with a complete specification of the message or messages that contain these documents.

· Define a way of including a logical business document in the initial offer. Since the contents of business documents are out of scope at this time, this definition must be non-normative. Include the point that negotiation of the contents of the logical business document must be performed between the two prospective trading partners prior to the initial CPA negotiation offer.

· Work on the question of using basic SOAP messages for negotiation.
