Dale reported on an JC UDDI issue, the JC need to ask JCC to look into formulating guidelines for compatibility in “highly aligned loosely coupled” specifications.

 Dale reported on WS-I progress in profiling SOAP usage of XMLDsig and XMLencryption, as found in WSS. Any CPPA modifications are probably at least 9 months out.
All discussed the MSI API opportunities and how or whether the OAMAS API might be used. Some functionality in the MSI interface missing. The implicit contract between MSH and business application (the division of labor) seems to differ in OAMAS and ebXML. It will take some effort to spell out these differences.
Marty reported on Negotiation draft progress, which is moving forward. Dale reported on WS and extensibility efforts.
Monica discussed partyId issue status. Dale said that existing DUNS example could be retained while adopting the ECOM proposal. Dale found that consensus favored following the ECOM partyId proposal.
Pete noted that the ECOM proposal was for identifiers used as values for the  PartyId/@type.
