Dale indicated that it seemed to be a good point to try to polish 2.1 for TC review and he would work on that over the next 2 months.

Marty Sachs supplied the following additional notes on the meeting.

BPSS
- Monica:  The Committee Draft of BPSS passed, 11-0.

CPA 2.1:
- All the errata are in the draft.
- Most of the needed extensibility matters are in place.
- Dale described the work he still has to do.
- Dale expects to complete version 2.1 by mid-May.

With respect to our original charter:
- Everything is in place except negotiation.
- We need to put negotiation in the form of a committee specification.

Monica: There is now a definition of a committee specification in addition to a committee draft.

Dale: OASIS has strengthened the approval requirements.

Extensibility of Transport:
- Sacha: some customers see the need for supporting FTP.
- Dale replied that FTP is described in the CPA but we need more details, such as whether PUT or GET is used. If we want to complete the FTP description, we should do now, for the maintenance release. We need someone who is interested in using FTP to do the work.

Negotiation:
- Dale: Since there are no volunteers to work on negotiation, we will have to defer it to a rechartered activity. The rechartered activity might be a combined CPPA and BPSS team.

CPPA 3.0
- Dale:  one task for CPPA 3.0 will be to make it work with Messaging 3.0.
