ebXML JMT

Martin described work of ebXML JMT. Durand suggested that we solicit who is interested in being a liaison (Martin is already participating on the Steering Committee).

ECOM

CEN ISSS ebXML Interoperability Pilot

This is like a POC or pilot effort (limited scope).

OAG-NIST-ebXML Test Bed

· Interoperability test planning continues – BPSS, ebMS and CPPA.  They are moving toward the test bed becoming a test center.

· Martin asked to propose a rationale for how OAG-NIST-ebXML Test Bed could integrate the concept for interim interoperability test capability.  Send the document to Kass for review and then to the full list.

UN/CEFACT eBusiness Architecture

· Scope broader than our current effort.

· Discuss over the eList.

Deployment Template

· Wenzel has separate business and technical requirements.

· Need to further classify technical requirements.

· The CPA templates (or profiles) may necessitate different security and reliability requirements. The team needs to get input from actual template users to get a better idea if the current format meets their needs. Determine if the need may exist for more than deployment template per trading partner or industry (by role, business process, by CPA, etc.).

· Do we leave Service-Action elements in both the business and technical requirements sections (Durand)?  Is there clear separation between BPSS, ebMS and CPPA?

ebMS Conformance Test Cases

· Kass working on abstract tests: Conformance conditions, pre-conditions and other commented items have been integrated.

· Kass is converting 70 tests to an XML format (scheduled complete by the end of this week). Team will need to review and comment.

Interoperability Test Cases

· Develop small set of Interoperability profiles (2 or so) with limited test cases (Yung working).

· Discuss interoperability sub-team F2F meeting (meeting in Bay area possibly next week 14 October or the week after).
