	Term
	Definition

	Asymmetric testing
	Testing where one party – called the driver – will drive the test cases, the other party – called the responder – will respond to messages initiated by the driver party.

	Base CPA
	Required by both the conformance and interoperabililty test suites that describe both the Test Driver and Test Service Collaboration Protocol Profile Agreement.  This is the “bootstrap” configuration for all messaging between the testing and candidate ebXML applications.  How the base CPA is represented to applications is implementation specific.

	Connection mode
	In connection mode and depending on the test harness, the test driver may drive the test case by interacting with other components i.e. by directly generating ebXML messages - using a transport adapter.

	Interoperability profile
	These forms – or modes - of interoperability are called profiles. An appropriate test suite can be used to verify the interoperability profile.

	Loop mode
	When a test service is in loop mode, no notification is sent to the test driver.  The test service only communicates with external parties via the message handler.

	Notification mode
	A test service is deployed in notification mode, when the test driver is notified of incoming messages when interfacing with the test service.

	Profile
	A profile is used as a method for defining subsets of a specification by identifying the functionality, parameters, options, and/or implementation requirements necessary to satisfy the requirements of a particular community of users. Specifications that explicitly recognize profiles should provide rules for profile creation, maintenance, registration, and applicability.

	Reporting mode
	When a test service is in local or reporting mode, a notification is sent to the test driver, that allows the test driver visibility to the test case workflow.

	Service adapter
	Used to bridge the sending and receiving functions of the test driver, with the Service and Action calls of the test service.

	Service mode
	The test driver invokes actions in the test service.

	Specification coverage
	Specifies the degree that the specification requirements are satisfied by the set of test requirements listed in the test suite document.  Coverage can be full, partial or none.

	Test actions
	Standard functions available in the test service to support most test cases.

	Test case
	A test case is a sequence of discrete test steps.

	Definition

	Test coverage
	Specifies the degree to which the test case(s) verifies the test requirements.  Coverage can be full, contingent, partial or none.

	Test driver
	The test driver drives the test, validates the test steps and verifies the test case (results).

	Test framework
	A methodology and process used to automate testing using profiles, a test suite, test requirements, and a message store, as well as other supporting schemas.

. It describes a test-bed architecture and its software components, how these can be combined to create a test harness for each type of ebXML testing. It also describes the test material to be processed by this architecture, a mark-up language and format for representing test requirements, and test suites (set of test cases).



	Test harness
	A test bed configuration derived from the test framework that meets the test objectives.

Need more specifics to differentiate from profile, for example.

	Test level 
	Levels are used to indicate nested subsets of functionality, ranging from minimal or core functionality to full or complete functionality. Typically, level 1 is the minimal or core of the specification that shall be implemented by all products. Level 2 includes all of level 1 and also additional functionality. This nesting continues until level n, which consists of the entire specification.

	Test operation
	Actions implemented by a test service that can be triggered by messages. These operations support and automate the execution of test cases.

	Test profile
	Represents the level or profile of conformance to the specification, as verified by a test suite.

	Test report
	Houses test results.

	Test service
	The test service defines a set of actions useful for executing test cases. For ebMS, the test service represents the application layer for a message handler.

	Test step
	A test step is an aggregate of one or more operations performed by a single component of the test harness.

	Test suite
	A test suite contains a sequence of test cases. Each test case is intended to verify that an implementation fulfills a requirement item (or a set of items) of the specification.
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
