ebXML Joint Technical Liaison Team (JTLT)

Charter
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Purpose

the ebXML Joint Technical Liaison Team (JTLT) is chartered by the JCC as

· a forum for technical coordination between OASIS ebXML technical committees (TCs) and CEFACT ebXML project teams (PTs)

· the liaison between the ebXML TCs and PTs and the ebXML Joint Coordinating Committee (JCC)

· the JTLT will also do technical work as assigned by the JCC, e.g. versioning, profiles, etc. that pertain to all TCs and PTs collectively

Membership

the JTLT is composed of 

· total voting membership of the JTLT is not to exceed ten, five from each of OASIS and CEFACT

· the four technical representatives of the JCC, two from OASIS and two from CEFACT

· six other members, three from OASIS and three from CEFACT

· the TRs may also invite additional experts for any meeting; these experts should be chosen based upon the topics on the meeting agenda. these are non-voting. 

· the TRs for each side should identify a pool of experts in advance from which to invite 

Administration

· the JTLT reports to the JCC; the JTLT makes recommendations to the JCC but has no decision making authority

· the JCC may accept recommendations of the JTLT, and may override any actions of the JTLT

· the JTLT is chaired by one of the four JCC technical representatives (TRs), rotating between sides, with approximately six month terms as determined by the TRs themselves

· decisions within the JTLT are reached by consensus

Meetings

· face to face twice a year, in conjunction with major OASIS or CEFACT meetings

· telcons approximately monthly, with the schedule as determined by the JTLT

Infrastructure

· the JTLT will have a mail list subscribable by all JTLT members, whose archive is public [rational: so invited experts can look at prior threads to prepare for meetings]

· the JTLT should maintain current documents, meeting agenda, etc. on a public web page
