· Reviewed and approved minutes from previous meeting

· Actions to discuss from last meeting

1. Arvola Chan mentioned that David Burdett is still working on the list of issues with the V1 spec and that we should expect a more complete one from him in short order.

2. Ralph Berwanger explained that the Conops that he has been working on was not distributed to the list on Friday but was nearly complete and that he would distribute it to the list today.

· Ian Jones discussed talking with Karl Best about submitting the Messaging Services specification to OASIS for approval and standardization. The issues and requirements associated with that were as follows:

1. need three organizations that are “using” the specification; there is some flexibility in how “shrink-wrap” the implementations need to be

2. the committee largely agreed that it would be better to submit the 1.1 version of the specification with cleanup than the 1.0 to avoid releasing one and then another in very short order

3. A December 1 submission would be the target submission date to OASIS

4. there is a need to coordinate the submission of specifications with the other TC’s, mainly the CPP, BP, and possibly registry.  It seems that they are also leaning toward an end of the year submission and going with a 1.1 version produced by the new (post-Vienna) teams.

5. Karl Best joined the call and clarified the meaning of “three implementations” requirement. Also discussed the need for the Messaging Services TC to vote on and approve the specification prior to submission to OASIS.  

6. The group achieved consensus that submitting a 1.1 version of the specification to OASIS in December is the right approach.  The plan is to have a draft version ready for the F2F in October for review so that final issues can be worked out in that forum and then an approval vote could be obtained in short order and the specification submitted to OASIS.

7. Chris Ferris expressed concerned that we need to turn up the heat on working on the issues now that David Burdett’s team 2 has collected them and the cutoff date has passed.  He indicated that the work goes far beyond just Ch 10-RM and includes the need for schema update, clarification, etc. He recommended that prior to the next meeting, we begin parceling out the issues to groups to work on so that they can begin making their way into edits for the document.  The team shared Chris’ concern and agreed to take these steps.

· Ian Jones discussed TC membership status and voting rights.  He indicated that we are not presently following the OASIS guidelines as closely as we must. He indicated that he would propose the specific requirements for our TC (within OASIS guidelines) to the mail list and once consensus was reached, we would begin executing by them after the October meeting.

· Actions:

1. David Burdett to finalize and publish the list of V1 issues ASAP.

2. Ralph Berwanger to distribute Conops to mail list.

3. Karl Best to setup a coordination meeting with other TC’s to discuss submitting respective specifications to OASIS.

4. Chris Ferris to work with David Burdett to get resolution of issues moving forward expeditiously.

5. Ian Jones to review membership/voting issues and propose specific guidelines for this TC.
