(IJ) began the meeting by ensuring that a quorum was present and that we could conduct work.  

Item 1. Conformance clause

(CF) suggested that a profiling option might be used.  There was some agreement that we cannot agree with any profile that excludes security. (DF) Test cases have been defined for the messaging service.  Others for non-messaging services have been specified—REG/REP.  (IJ) suggested that (DF) needs direction for input into the V 1.1 specification. It was decided that (DF) understood the requirement and would handle the issue.  (DF) would take (JD) input along with security (defined as all core functionality plus security) and incorporate it into the spec. (JD) made note that difference must be drawn between optimal behavior and optional content.  This discussion included an idea of compliance levels. (CF) insisted that there were no dependencies between the optional items.  (JD) suggested that limited options for certification should exist.  It was agreed that (CF) would provide the text to (DF) following the call. (IJ) closed the discussion with the statement that we are specifying ‘what’ and not ‘how’.

Item 2. Messaging Order

The question was, “should it be removed?” (BM) suggested that we may not be able to implement the standard as currently defined.  (DF) suggested that we should keep it optional.  The discussion then included the questions related to conversationId and status attributes.   (CF) stated that we needed to look at Shimamuri’s comments.  The conversation continued without resolution.  

The conference call period expired with (IJ) soliciting a volunteer to host the call for 12/17.  (YI) agreed to host the call.  (IJ) closed by reminding the group that we would conduct a TC ballot of the specification 1/11/2002 by mail (e-mail).  (DF) stressed that we must release the document by 1/4/2002.

The meeting was adjourned.
