And SyncReply:

Doug: Combining MessageOrder with SyncReply implies that a wait would be needed

for the acknowledgment, which would be good to avoid. So, disallow combination.

Dan:       However, if out of order, an error could be returned.

Doug:      Description of behavior could be complicated.

Jacques:   Not inherently impossible.

Dan:       Don’t leave this as "specification says implementations are

on their own."

Consensus(?):  For 1.1, return Inconsistent. Full behavior statement

Arvola: Can MessageOrder be mixed with BestEffort?

David F: Must be used with Reliable Messaging

Status and ConversationId

Ian: What is problem?

Doug: The proposed idea was that sending MSH 

should be able to say to receiving MSH that conversation is ending.

Doug: Proposed mechanism probably too heavy.

Ian: new functionality. In future, clarify.

Consensus: Do not include this in v1.1

Ian: Other business?

Jacques: Specification should not define a conformance clause that could

collide with implementation guidelines conformance clause.

Ian: Other specifications may profile where what is here optional to

implement become required to implement. Add language like this.

David F.:  Jacques, please provide new sentences to fix conformance clause.

Jacques:  There is an inconsistency in 3.1.6.4.  Need to change to "time of internal clock, adjusted for UTC"

David:  Ian, please get with Karl Best and resolve the copyright issue (what copyright do we put on the spec).

Next call will be the third Monday in January.  David F. is to get the spec v1.092 out this week.  There will be one more round of comments before the eMail vote (Jan 4-11).  Ian will get official ballots out.
