Review of SC Objectives:
1. Jim Rice to be secretary for today's mtg

2. Consensus on charter was goal for today – 

a. agree to deliverables: what are they, who will be responsible, prioritize

3. The OASIS listserv for this SC will be the tool for information exchange until new OASIS Kavi portal is operational.  The listserv needs to be expanded to include new SC members – David Layton will coordinate this.

4. Recommendation was made to reuse Joint Marketing Team for OASIS and CEFACT 
There are documents templates for projects, what information do we need, etc.

Review of Charter:

1. SC Charter:

a. We should look to delegate and consume output from other efforts whenever possible

b. A concern was raised about the number of SC members with pending OASIS membership status and how this might impact voting for the SC charter.  The discussion determined that a formal vote on the charter is not required at the SC level (the vote will actually occur at the TC level), and that membership status of SC members should in no way impede our ability to reach an informal team consensus on the charter, the results of which will be presented to the TC for a formal vote.  It is also anticipated that some of the pending statuses will be resolve prior to the May 8 TC meeting in London

2. Name of SC – agreed to rename the TC to “Interoperable Services SC”

3. Scope & Purpose Section:

a. Scope para 1 revisions and discussion:

i. Global replacement of the phrase “ebXML/web services” with “Interoperable Services” to reflect the new SC name

ii. Avoid payload specifics

iii. Include in scope/purpose the various styles of information sharing (sending, receiving, publishing, feeds, etc.)

iv. Include references to examples (e.g., JNET – PA justice, "Rain" – King county WA interoperability of multiple police departments, etc.)

v. Consider incorporating a some sort of characterization of the levels of information sharing and/or interoperability, such as the DOD LISI (Levels of Information Sharing and Interoperability) model

4. Deliverables Section:

a. Application examples and approaches

i. Need govt application examples and approaches to solve the problem

1. Example – applying security e.g. Joint task force, and other models

ii. Consider reference to paper by Adam Bosworth on loose coupling
