Introductions
John Borras (JB) welcomed delegates and thanked the HKU for hosting the workshop.  Delegates introduced themselves and outlined their areas of interest in e-Government activities.
JB offered apologies from the New Zealand government who could not attend the workshop but he had spent the previous two days with their e-Gov team in NZ and they were committed to being involved in any future sub-committee.

Workshop Objective

JB gave an overview of the OASIS organisation and the work of the TC.  (See slides attached – e-GovTC.ppt)  He outlined the problem that prospective members in the asia/pacific region were not participating because of the difficulties in aligning times of meetings to the time zones in this part of the world.  This has meant that the experience of these members is being lost and their issues are not being addressed.  His intention for the workshop was to consider establishing a sub-committee that could operate in its own time zone but still contribute to the work of the main TC.  He stressed that the SC would work on the same work programme as the TC but could lead on some aspects if they were of particular interest.
