1. Proposed changes from Niten Malik

Schema 110 Additions
Comments received

1. State/city/ward/town Code
Hans - yes we do need to know this, although the list could be greatly expanded because some American voters also lie in different county commission election districts, board of education districts, etc.

John Hornbaker - My original interpretation of this suggestion was that an election should be identified with the authority/jurisdiction conducting it.  Hans' comment offers a twist in how you might think about it. 



2. Election Type eg Congressional, Primary
John Hornbaker - This strikes me as a local extension though hearing from non-US participants on this suggestion would be quite useful. The Election Event schema doesn't look as extendible as many of the other schemas.  Perhaps we should consider adding scope to extend the schema in the future.



3. Contest Type
Hans - I am not sure what this is supposed to designate or how it is different from election type.  If it means a list of the different contests a voter will be able to cast a ballot in, it will be a very long list.  In my former county where I was an election official, we sometimes had as many as 70 different races, from President of the United States, down to the county sheriff, that a voter had to cast a vote in.

John Hornbaker - It's not clear to me what the intent of this suggestion is.  How does this differ from VotingMethod which is one way to classify a contest by type? 






Schema 210 Additions


1. Party Code
John Hornbaker – the addition of an Affiliation Code attribute to Affiliation is a good suggestion.

 

2. Party Name
Hans - We do need to know what party a candidate represents although I am not clear what the difference is between party code and party name.

Niten - Same thing. Code will help in data retrieval if every party has a unique code.

John Hornbaker - Party Name is accommodated by Affiliation.






Schema 310 Additions


1. Voting District ID (example Ward in UK, or Precinct in US)
Hans - we do need to know what voting district a voter is in; however, wards are also used in some jurisdictions in the U.S., not just precincts

John Hornbaker - "Voting districts" in the US are a surprisingly complex topic. If we pursue this, we should make sure that the schema 
accommodates "split precincts" and I haven't seen any discussion along those lines. I think this should be considered but I suggest we follow up on this post-2.0B as it requires further discussion.

  

2. Registration Number (voter ID that may be used within the local jurisdiction's VR system)
Hans - isn't that already included as "National/Local ID?"

Niten - National ID may not be the same as the Voter Registration ID. Local ID may be used to identify a voter internally in a system (i.e. online voting system) but it may not be the same as the VR id used in the county.

John Hornbaker – the Id element in the VoterIdentificationStructure 
accommodates multiple identifiers. That should be sufficient to cover national, local, and/or system identifiers.



3. Status ie status of Voter Registration Application, eg approved, rejected, pending

approval
John Hornbaker - Status should be treated as a local extension as it would likely vary in meaning across processes and systems.



4. Overseas Voter
Hans - we do have a special federal law that governs overseas American citizens and their right to vote so this should probably be included - do other countries have the same?

John Hornbaker - Overseas Voter should be treated as a local extension.

 

5. Domestic Absentee Voter
Hans - some states in the U.S. allow voters to request that they be designated as permanent absentee voters so that absentee ballots are automatically sent to them without having to request one each time - I assume that is what this would be used for.

Niten - You are correct and also to differentiate Overseas and Domestic absentee voters

John Hornbaker - Domestic Absentee Voter should be treated as a local extension.

Affiliation to be changed from a string to having Name, Description and Logo as children. The logo will be a URL.
