The U.S. Department of Homeland Security (DHS), U.S. Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), and U.S. National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA), have teamed with OASIS Members to demonstrate the interoperability of information-sharing products enabled by the full suite of Emergency Data eXchange Language (EDXL) standards.  These demonstration scenarios showcase how local, multi-disciplinary, multi-agency collaborative emergency interoperation can be facilitated through the adoption and implementation of open standards to enable true data interoperability.  This workshop panel will be comprised of subject matter experts from a variety of domains involved in the notification and coordination of responses to emergency incidents.
