Event: Net-Centric Operations Industry Consortium (NCOIC) Plenary March 1-5, 2010

During this Plenary Meeting Rex made a presentation on Emergency Services that will include discussion of 

· OASIS Emergency Management Technical Committee (EM TC) Standards and Current Work

· OASIS Emergency Management Adoption Technical Committee (EMA TC) work and interoperability demonstration events.

This presentation has been enclosed/attached with this report and records of travel expenses incurred pursuant to attending this event.

This presentation was delivered at the Thursday, March 4, 2010 at 8:30 am to the meeting of the Services WorkGroup (WG. This was a change from the pre-event schedule. The Net-Enabled Emergency Response Integrated project (NEER-IPT) and the Command, Control, Communications Interoperability Integrated Project Team (C3i IPT) attended this session, making it one of the most attended sessions for the Services WG. 

One effect of this meeting was to obtain NCOIC Voting Member (Member Companies) Reviewers for the Final Review of the All Hazards Alert and Warning (AHAW) Capabilities Network Centric Pattern (NCP). This Capabilities NCP uses the Common Alerting Protocol (CAP) v1.1 and the Emergency Data Exchange Language Distribution Element (EDXL-DE) v1.0, two of the OASIS Emergency Management Technical Committee’s (EM TC’s) Interoperability Standards promoted by the Emergency Management Adoption Technical Committee (EMA TC).
Rex also reported on activities related to the EM TC work in the joint work session Tuesday, March 2, 2010 at 3;30 pm of the NEER-IPT and the C3i IPT. This meeting concerned providing guidance for smooth collaborations and transitions of incident command between civilian and military operations and missions in emergency Incidents. 
It was established that the next Capabilities NCP that the NEER-IPT will be the Resource Tracking Information Exchange (RTIE) Capabilities NCP and it will be undertaken as a joint effort with the C3i IPT. Rex suggested that the OASIS Standard EDXL Resource Messaging be used for this, and that suggestion was well received.
Rex made contact with representatives of NCOIC member companies and informed them of opportunities available with OASIS in the EM TC and EMA TC for their companies. Specifically, Rex met with Paul Mangione who works with the NEER IPT and who presented the case for NCOIC to join OASIS.  This effort met with unanimous approval (please see enclosed emails to Paul Mangione and Scott McGrath).


The presentation and the networking opportunities provided information to member companies concerning how they can benefit from using these OASIS EM TC Standard and that may result in those companies joining the work of the EM and EMA TCs, and becoming members of the Emergency Interoperability Member Section to further the work of writing, maintaining and updating Emergency Interoperability Standards as well as encouraging and promoting the adoption of these standards.

This Post Event Report is submitted following this set of activities. Due to the fact that NCOIC is proceeding with plans to join OASIS, there are practical formal liaison opportunities for educational purposes that can be pursued. As noted Rex reports that there is a specific opportunity to promoting the adoption of  the EDXL-RM OASIS EM TC Standard.

There may be significant upcoming opportunities to expand adoption of OASIS Standards in Australia and Europe through various activities with NCOIC.
