1a) Suggested form derived from the CAP-CP 
pseudo-URN name:

“profile:CAP-AU:1.0”

1b) Suggested alternate form including “EDXL”:

“profile:EDXL-CAP-AU:1.0”

1c) Committee suggested alternate is to append CAP-AU to IETF OASIS CAP URN:

“urn:oasis:names:tc:emergency:CAP-AU:1.0”.

2) Formatting questions:

2a) Should “1.2” be included in the pseudo-URN?

2b) Should that reference be just “1.2” or “v1.2”?

2c) Should the 1.2 be removed from the WD short title i.e. EDXL-CAP-AU-v1.0 (vice what is currently used EDXL-CAP1.2-AU-v1.0

Proposed language 
to be inserted into CAP-AU Profile Section 1:
The Internet Engineering Task Force (IETF) RFC 3121 Namespace memo will be applied to create valueNames under this Profile, and the character formatting will comply with IETF RFC 2141, including case in-sensitivity. 

· <type> will be either “profile” or “layer”

· <sub-type> is a unique string identifying additional information about the <type>.  This might also be the Agency who publishes the information. 

· <document identifier> is further information such as a further identifying name, sub-segment, or version number. 

Example:
profile:CAP-AU:AUeventLIST
:1.0

Layer creators should ensure that their valueNames follow this format, do not conflict with established CAP-AU valueNames, and uniquely identify their organisation. 

Example:
layer:Agency Name:Name of Layer
