Additional text proposed for inclusion in EDXL-CAP1.2-AU, Section 1, under the PROFILE entry currently shown in lines 47-50 (this text has been derived from the CAP-CP Beta 0.4 document):
EDXL-CAP1.2-AU uses a pseudo-Uniform Resource Name (URN) scheme for creating valueNames in order to facilitate more effective interoperability between CAP profiles.  The pseudo scheme follows the principles of a standard URN except where it must be distinguished from any future standardised format that does incorporate an officially registered namespace identifier.  The following format will be used to create EDXL-CAP1.2-AU valueNames: 

<type>:<identifier>:<specific string>

The character formatting for URNs from the Internet Engineering Task Force (IETF) RFC 2141 will be followed, including case in-sensitivity. 
· <type> will be either “profile” or “layer”. 

· <identifier> is a unique string identifying this value list.  This might also be the Agency who publishes the list or the type of list.  Any acronyms should follow the CAP v1.2 recommendations. 

· <specific string> is further information about this value list such as a further identifying name, sub-segment, or version number. 
Example: 
profile:CAP1.2-AU:AUeventLIST:1.0 
Layer creators should ensure that their valueNames follow this format, do not conflict with established CAP1.2-AU valueNames, and uniquely identify their organisation. 
Example:
layer:Agency Name:Name of Layer
