1. Review of Action points from Last Meeting

1.1. It was noted that the FAQ’s for both the EFIDS and GIS standards should have been uploaded to the FAQ’s area on the OASIS website. RC stated that the content for these had been reviewed and that it had been requested that these be uploaded to the FAQ area of the website. RC to progress this.

1.2. P.Roden of OASIS had asked the TC to propose a list of contact names for individuals within companies for which standards involvement would be relevant. RC confirmed that this has been done.

2. Document Types

2.1. The paper on document types by SA was reviewed and DR explained that document/message types are connected directly to the UN/CEFACT codelists. Codelist 0065 lists all document types available and it was evident that other pre-existing document types in this codelist could be used to cover the needs of data transfer for both the Efids and GIS standards. CI suggested that we take an incremental approach to document types and start off by defining a list of primary document types that were likely to be needed for forestry industry data exchange and then add to that as necessary. It was agreed that DR/BA would investigate the document types codelist in conjunction with SA and see that all requirements for this were covered. RC suggested that OASIS be contacted to provide advice where a document type required by the forestry industry didn’t exist in the pre-existing codelist.

2.2. Use case scenarios for inclusion within XML messages were described by SA and it was agreed that document type usage would not be compromised to provide a means of conveying these. Action on DR to see if a UN/CEFACT codelist exists for this purpose and report back. 

3. Codelists

3.1. SA provided examples of where new codelists for common usage would be useful in forestry industry data transfers. These were identified as Organisations, Geographical Areas, Species and Products. A discussion on what the purpose of a codelist followed. Species taken as the example to discuss. Action on BA/DR to examine if codelists for Organisations and Species currently exist.


4. UneDocs

4.1. BA provided a description (with supporting documentation) of fast moving work currently being undertaken by UneDocs which will see a set of core components being provided for electronic document exchange. It was explained that these core components would eventually become legally required for data exchange, and that the forestry industry should make their current work on data standards development known to UneDocs so as to have those ideas incorporated during future development. BA explained that the Steel and Travel industries are already tapped into this development and that the TC should do the same for the Forestry Industry. Correlation between OASIS and UN/CEFACT ebXML initiative was also mentioned in connection with the UneDocs project. Action on RC to make contact with UNEdocs and make them aware of eFIDS, via OASIS.
5. TC activities

5.1. BA pointed out that it was necessary for Standards documentation to be made available via the OASIS website. WBA/DR to ensure that valid and up to date documentation be made available in a suitable format for upload.
5.2. BA was also keen for the eFids standard to be branded an OASIS product to aid promotion. RC stated that this would be done in due course, but only sensible once current issues such as codelists and document types were dealt with and documentation was in a standardised form.
5.3. CI stated that issues discussed in the meeting and action points derived would be enough to be going on with and that progressing these issues should be the TC focus until the next meeting.
