Name

The subcommittee will be called the Court Filing Blue Drafting Subcommittee of the Electronic Court Filing Technical Committee.
Statement of Purpose

The subcommittee’s purpose will be to review in detail the requirements, specification, and schemas for the next version of the Electronic Court Filing Technical Committee’s electronic filing specification.
Scope of Work

Court Filing Blue will cover electronic filing and electronic service.  The subcommittee will focus on “secondary” service – service of documents on parties over whom the court’s jurisdiction has been established.  

Deliverables and completion dates

The subcommittee will recommend what will be included within the first and subsequent versions of the TC’s next specification.

The subcommittee will complete review of all requirements prior to the face to face in Salt Lake City on February 24-25, 2005.

The subcommittee will complete review of most portions of the specification and schemas prior to the face to face in New Orleans on April 28-29, 2005.

The subcommittee will complete review of all portions of the specification and schemas prior to the face to face in Santa Fe on June 16-17, 2005.
Users of the work

The subcommittee’s work will be provided to the Electronic Court Filing Technical Committee for approval as a committee specification and for recommendation to the Conference of State Court Administrators/National Association for Court Management Joint Technology Committee as a proposed standard.
Chair

John Greacen and Tom Clarke will co-chair the subcommittee.  Discussion of each specific portion of the requirements, specification and schemas will be facilitated by a specific member or designee of the Requirements Subcommittee.
