Richard was asked if he could provide any update regarding the Arcanvs patent.  He indicated that NNA attorneys will contact Rolly and John directly regarding this topic.
Rolly Chambers briefed the TC regarding the GJXBM effort that began with Dept of Justice and focused primarily on law enforcement.  (The eCF 3.0 contains a portion of that work product.)  GJXBM has now merged with Homeland Security’s efforts and is now known as National Information Exchange Model (www.niem.gov).

The TC will want to keep this work product in mind as we develop eNotarization standards.
