Organization Issues

Membership:  David Roberts, Chair, made introductions and took a roll call of telephone conference participants.  He then reviewed the OASIS membership categories, explained the rules for TC membership including attendance and voting, and indicated that it would be the policy of this TC to encourage participation from non-OASIS members as well as members.  Full documentation of membership topics can be found on the OASIS site.

Discussion mail list:  All participants should subscribe to the IJTC discussion mail list. The IJTC has both private and public email lists. The private lists are for the use of IJTC members and other OASIS members only. The public list is for the use of the public to make comments on the work of the IJTC. You must be a subscriber in order to post a message to the list. Because OASIS has a policy of open discussions, the archives of both of these mail lists are visible to the public at http://lists.oasis-open.org/archives/. It is the policy of the IJTC to encourage active participation via the public comment list, if a participant is unable to join as a voting member.

Approval of TC Charter:  There was some discussion about the IJTC Charter.  Changes should be made to the description of the Charging Document Sub-committee and to the versioning of the Justice Data Dictionary described under “deliverables.”  With these changes, the IJTC Charter was approved.

Selection of an Editor:  A call for volunteers was made to select an Editor for the TC.    Responsibilities of the Editor were stipulated as follows:

· Develop proposed procedures for building a specification from initial statement of work to recommended standard; 
· Review and evaluate OASIS templates for specifications and develop them for use by the Technical Committee; 
· Develop a tutorial and diagrams to show the inter-relationships of the specifications and components that have been defined and adopted by the Court Filing Technical Committee; 
· Assist specification authors in a number of ways including: a) helping coordinate across working groups (e.g., point to and reconcile differences that may arise in usage, definitions, formats, etc.), b) helping finalize specifications ready for formal posting and comment (e.g., getting them into understandable English, ensuring the correct template is used, that multiple versions are provided-XML, PDF, Word), and c) helping generally with modifications and version management; 
· Work with the Webmaster to ensure versions are posted correctly according to the procedures; helping build clear and timely direction for users of the site to understand how specifications are arranged and managed. The Webmaster is responsible for the Website design and functions;

· Work with a subcommittee formed by LegalXML on "Trusted Repositories" (Diane Lewis heads it), to explore how the TC should manage specification links, stability, version controls, etc., over substantial periods of time.

Roger Winters volunteered to be Editor, and was accepted by the Chair.
Selection of a Secretary /Webmaster:  A call for volunteers was made to select a Secretary/ Webmaster for the TC.  Responsibilities for Secretary/Webmaster were identified as follows:

· Maintain TC web site 

· Take minutes

· Take meeting attendance

· Additional responsibilities as they arise

Catherine Plummer volunteered to be Secretary and coordinate web posting with the OASIS Webmaster, and was accepted by the Chair.  These positions may be discussed further during the next meeting of the TC.

Standards Development/Global

Justice XML Web Sites:  Dave Roberts and Catherine Plummer announced that SEARCH is developing a website for Justice XML issues of interest to the practitioner.  The link to the draft site is <www.search.org/xml/default.asp>.  This site is only in the formative stage, and SEARCH staff invites comments and suggestions for improvement.  SEARCH is also working with OJP and its web developers to provide the best cross-references and map through the maze of Justice XML issues. 

Bob Greeves pointed out that the OJP-IT web site, located at www.it.ojp.gov/index.jsp, contains much broader content than just XML.  Most of the XML related content is located within the Global area of the OJP-IT web site.  Global will be launching a Justice Standards Registry in the next few weeks, which will be linked on the Global web page.  

Justice Data Dictionary:  Dave Roberts provided a brief history of the development of a Justice Data Dictionary (JDD), starting with the Reconciliation of several justice xml standards, resulting in a Reconciliation Data Dictionary (RDD).  Coincident with the RDD effort, the LegalXML Integrated Justice Committee had a meeting at Georgia Technical Research Institute (GTRI) in Atlanta to begin to develop specifications for XML documents based on priority information exchanges identified during the SEARCH JIEM project. At that time, GTRI recommended developing a broader object repository/common justice data dictionary.  As the RDD project reached its conclusion, GTRI continued to work under a contract with SEARCH to develop principles for standards development derived from both the RDD and LegalXML efforts.  Global’s Industry Standards Working Group (ISWG) created a new committee, chaired by Jim Roggero, through which all efforts to create a justice data dictionary have converged during the past year.

Justice Standards Registry:  Global’s Justice Standards Registry contains more than XML.  When the Registry is released it will contain functional standards, including general IT standards, for justice disciplines.  Bob Greeves clarified that the Registry may end up with three levels of content: (1) Information about the Standard, e.g., information about the development of the JDD; (2) Information Technology Standards, and (3) an Artifact Repository, including XML schemas and style sheets.

Justice Data Dictionary (cont.): The IJTC will be one of the vetting mechanisms for the JDD work, as the TC will be able to provide a broad practitioner perspective.  John Wandelt, GTRI, explained that under an ISWG subcommittee, the XML Structure Task Force (XSTF), a migration path has been developed for the JDD, from version 1.0 to 2.0 to 2.1, originating from content developed during the RDD process, and then creating some structural changes in how such content is represented.  JDD 3.0 represents work currently ongoing behind the scene.  As JDD 3.0 moves forward, the XSTF will put it out for comment.  Source data being analyzed in the JDD 3.0 effort includes the RDD, the LA County Infotek model, the Minnesota CriMNet model, and the SEARCH JIEM model data.  John Wandelt continued, pointing out that one of the things that is missing in JDD 2.1 is a standard way to represent relationships.  GTRI is working with other members of the XSTF to develop a well-defined way to express relationships between elements.  It might take six more months to incorporate additional elements, such as those from the states of Connecticut, or Washington.  Bob Greeves said that maybe Global should think about developing a JDD 2.3, including elements from additional jurisdictions, before moving to JDD 3.0. 

Catherine Plummer said that it is important that experienced practitioners provide input regarding the context of the justice information exchanges within which the elements are used.  John Wandelt responded that GTRI wants to ensure that the JDD has the proper structure and functionality, and then it will be able to move content in a more accelerated fashion.  Providing additional elements (e.g., from Connecticut) will be very useful.  Roger Winters pointed out that there are also numerous elements related to court case documents, and questioned how to coordinate providing this information to the XSTF or other appropriate groups.  John Wandelt responded that GTRI has been in touch with John Greacen, and has been receiving input from the OASIS Court Filing Technical Committee.  The members agreed that there is a need to develop emerging initiatives regarding additional data elements.  XML.gov is another federal effort with which the IJTC should coordinate horizontal XML issues.  Diane Lewis is serving as the liaison between the Court Filing TC and XML.gov.  

Sub-Committees

Each of the sub-committee chairs reported briefly on the work ongoing in the sub-committees: (1) Arrest Warrant; (2) Arrest/Incident Report; (3) Charging Document; (4) Sentencing Order; and (5) Protection Order.  Generally, each chair is waiting for JDD 3.0 to be released before reconciling to 2.x.  John Messing volunteered to help upgrade the Charging Document.  Another project briefly identified is Shasta County, CA transmitting arrest dispositions via XML to California Department of Justice.  A DTD for a disposition report has been developed.  Catherine Plummer will follow up with Shasta County.  John Aerts pointed out that new legislation going into effect on 01 January 2003 will require a new Protection Order process in LA County.  He recommended that the IJTC follow up with Pam Scanlon, ARJIS Director, San Diego, regarding the current P.O. process and transmission via XML.  

Face-to-Face Meeting 29 October 2002

Dave Roberts reminded everyone that the time allowed for the telephone conference was close to expiring.  The next meeting of the IJTC will be a Face-to-Face meeting, Tuesday, October 29, 2002, hosted by SEARCH, in Sacramento, CA.  Catherine Plummer will provide details via the OASIS IJTC List and email.  Depending on response, the meeting may be held at a hotel in Sacramento.  At the next meeting, the IJTC will discuss a future meeting schedule.  

No further items were discussed.
