4. Update on Outreach Activities (Dawn, John) 

· Dawn presented at UCL (UK) on Big Data readiness including need for privacy standards  -  www.clms.ucl.ac.uk/node/240  – well received – note to members that we will need to show adoption of the TC work and Big Data projects present good opportunities (e.g. pharmaceutical health data projects)

· John mentioned the 2 OASIS PbD events at European Identity & Cloud Conference (EIC 2013) in Munich, Germany: www.id-conf.com/events/eic2013/agenda )
· It was reported that Peter Brown had submitted a an OASIS PBD workshop/session proposal to the IAPP Academy planned in Seattle 30 – Oct 2, 2013) www.privacyassociation.org/events_and_programs/iapp_privacy_academy_2013 

· Commissioner Cavoukian reported that she was promoting the work of the OASIS PBD-SE TC in all her slide decks and speaking opportunities.

· Software Engineering representation in the TC was discussed
5. Feedback on discussion documents circulated last meeting (Dawn, Commissioner, John)

· Discussion on using UML versus any potential benefits of agnosticism. It was noted that UML is used at the requirements specification phase in organizations engaged in large-scale projects and many that use agile methods.
6. Update on privacy engineering guidance and information resources/tools (Dawn)

· Dawn reported that more work is being done and will be available at future call.
· The TC needs to develop “tight linkages” between high-level PbD principles and more detailed engineering requirements, and the creation of guidance and tools that could be applied across multiple environments, helping to demonstrate compliance to those principles.
· Members were reminded that a Committee Work Plan had been approved, with Privacy as the Default Principle best practices serving as the primary seed document for Committee consideration and use when establishing software engineering requirements.
· Additional best practice guidance on applying the Privacy by Default Principle for collection, use, and retention limitation will be circulated to TC members prior to the next meeting.
7. Assignment of New Roles / Activities 

· Action Item:  Kevin MacDonald volunteered to lead a work group to use the draft proposal for a privacy use case template and develop a test case for the health sector similar to what was done for an app to track vehicle data.  Other potential participants and test cases in the health sector were identified.
· Action Item: Kevin MacDonald volunteered to do reach out to more Software Engineers.

· Action Item: IPC to circulate additional best practices guidance for the Privacy as the Default Principle for TC member review prior to the next meeting.
· Action item:  IPC will write a brief justification for the TC’s use of UML, which will clarify the TC’s position on UML versus agnosticism with respect to software development methodologies. 
· Action item:  Members are requested to provide brief bios to Gershon reflecting their broad expertise and representation in the PbD-SE TC.
