a. Ask Vendors (Steve Hanna)
1. A draft survey has been put together to send to vendors as well as a list of vendors to target.  URLs for both the survey and the list were sent to the TC for comment.

There was a question as to whether we would benefit from adding to the PKI Vendors List information about what PKI features those vendors support. Steve commented that he could compile this information from vendor web sites. It didn't appear to the SC that having this info would address the SC's charter, though.

There was a question as to whether we would benefit from researching vendors that have already announced products in the space?  Steve commented that he compile the current list from web surveys and could add this info to the vendor list.  It didn’t appear to the SC that having this info was beneficial to the SC.

Have we defined PKI support? This might help vendors know what we're talking about. We should be more specific, asking questions about specific features.  This will be clearer for vendors and gather more useful information.

We should ask if they're using something instead of PKI.

We should find out if they're planning to use PKI in the future.

b. Education (June Leung)
1. The SC had several concalls with good feedback from the members.
2. Timelines in plan have been extended by a couple of months.

3. The committee will spend another month on research to identify what educational materials are currently missing.
c. Lower Cost (David Skyberg)
1. The SC had had two concalls since the last TC meeting.  They have focused on developing a cost model to use as the basis for a one on one interview to be conducted with representative members of various markets.
