NIST piece: Cloud specific, Workgroup forming, Symposium at NIST: 6-7 April

e-Procurement ??
Tagging (Joanne): e-Health, sensitivity, segment out, semantic information; still in the development stage

John : Not boil the ocean

Joanne: Requirements not yet developed

Screening: Too “politically” sensitive

Health Care: Personal Health Care records (PHR) Google, patient admin, do we have the doc??

HIPAA/HiTech: what must be protected, providers: legal obligation, only legislative; high interest

Stuart: PHR requirements are well-defined, but wide latitude; Smart Grid is best

Joanne: Use Case? Flesh out the PMRM, also? Yes.

John S: Maybe also a Maturity Model: useful to the industry

“Do Not Track”: web browser info – NO

Michele: We worked a long time on ISTPA; be careful of time requirements

John S: phasing: time wise, restrict scope at the beginning, then more complex

Stuart: “fluidity” in the Use Case not a big deal, just need to get your head around the problem

John S: pick one: John says Smart Grid = consumer focused; another? Do Not Track
