SPML 2.0 Interop

Overview

The SPML 2.0 will demonstrate multiple capabilities of the SPML 2.0 specification, using the SPML 2.0 DSML v2 Profile. Each participant will provide a user management application that will server as an SPML client (RA) and/or an SPML service (PSP). Each SPML service only needs to expose a single target.

Story Board

Actors:

· Administrator – administrator for the user management application (SPML client)

· Delegated Administrator (DA) – User who has the privilege to provision users to other applications using the user management application.

· User – user who the DA provisions and deprovisions.
DA Provision Use Case
The DA logs into a user management application or portal. The DA requests another user to be provisioned with an account on another application. The DA then logs on as the new user to the application he has provisioned to.

User Self-Service Use Case

The user logs into a previously provisioned account and resets his password.

DA Grants Role Use Case
The DA grants a role to the previously provisioned user. The user then logs into the application. The application should somehow reflect the rights granted to the user via the new role membership.
DA Deprovision Use Case 

The DA will deprovision the provisioned user.

Administrator Reconciliation Use Case

A user will be locally added to the application. The Administrator will then invoke a reconciliation of the application. The recently added user will be discovered via the reconciliation.
