      references to the registry and provide feedback to the ebTWG CC team.

      Question on interface with UBL.  Joe is working with the UBL team also.

      Question on use of CC in ebXML Registry. Different possibilities, as an extrinsic object 

      or as a registry object with slots etc.

6. Need for face to face in Barcelona in May.  

XML Europe 2002 conference in Barcelona, co sponsored by OASIS. Is anyone

7. Other Issues / Items

· Joel Munter will update the UDDI tModels for ebXML Registry to be V.20 compliant.

· RI Issue:  Gov of Hong Kong, Univ of Hong Kong is working on a open source implementation of ebXML registry. Farrukh suggests project manager would devote more resources to the effort if the TC recognizes (blesses) the effort. They plan to have a working version of the Registry in Feb and hope to complete in March ’02.  RI’s focus is correctness and not robustness or industrial strength product.
Karl needs to make a call on this. This is not a deliverable of the TC. 

Question on need to have an RI to produce conformance tests. It is not possible to have an RI w/o conformance tests.  Question is, do we as TC need an RI, conformance tests or both? If RI does not become a deliverable of the TC we should consider making conformance tests a deliverable.

NIST has been doing the conformance tests for OASIS so far. One option is to form a sub-team to address conf-testing. 

Action Item (Kathryn Breininger): Add this to next meeting’s agenda.

Other related matters: OASIS put together XML, DOM, XSLT test suites and W3C is interested in the tests and other tests are in the works. OASIS IP/Copyright notices might need to go in the sources for RI?
