3. Comment Resolution sub team report


Comment Resolution sub team met on Monday (3/18) discussed the issues. Farrukh has posted issues spreadsheet to the Registry TC today (3/21). The sub team identified couple of minor issues and corrections to be fixed in V3. Two major issues were left unresolved and the sub team decided to bring forth the same during TC discussion.

· Nita’s comments: Given that the BP team is not yet firm on their use cases and the provenance of the comments is still work-in-progress, how should Registry TC deal with the comments?


· Voluminous Filter Query Chapter: There are no issues with the correctness of the content, however the chapter is large. May be considered as V3 work item.

One of the items in the issues list was about inconsistency in specification of actors and roles in different sections. Suresh volunteered to provide fixes that will be included in the resolution section of the Comments list at present. 

There will be no errata published for the V2 specification. The comment list will be maintained by the TC at this point of time, may not be made public on the TC web page until later point of time.

The team discussed the two items left unresolved by the Comments Resolution subteam. The resolution - 

· Making Filter Query chapter concise is to be included in the V3 work item list, prioritization to be done later.

· Lisa to follow up with Nita and the BP team to identify real issues.

4. cc-review sub team report


Joe provided a report on CC sub teams work. The sub team is going to meet tomorrow and continue the functional point analysis. The work is divided in four areas -
Discovery, submission, metadata and assembly. The sub team has completed most of the work for discovery and submission, will be discussing metadata in tomorrow’s meeting.


The report will be in the form of two documents, one identifying the CC requirements that are currently met by V2 and other identifying the opposite.


After receiving the report, the registry TC will review the new requirements and identify V3 work items.

6. Other issues/items


Farrukh updated the TC on the status of open source ebXML Registry implementation. The open source ebXML Registry is now functionality complete, currently been exercised on a daily basis in preparation of demoing at Java ONE. Current focus is on performance optimization, User Interface, etc. Shortly, a URL to play with followed by link to download the implementation may be made available to the TC.

2> Item 20, concise description of filter queries: To be done later, as the discussion went into considering alternatives for tackling the problem before deciding the priority.
