1. Minute taker:

Suresh volunteered to take minutes.  

2. Minutes from last meeting

Minutes from last telecon were approved.  

3. Barcelona meeting

Anne is unable to attend the May Barcelona meetings.  Sally will be attending and representing the Registry TC at the joint OASIS/ebTWG Technical meetings.

4. Version 2.0 specs approved

Celebrations( !!  In addition, we gathered ideas on how to improve the specification submittal process. A change from quarterly approval to monthly approval process will be great for OASIS.  Anne: The wait of 5 months from Dec 1 (when the registry v2.0 spec was done) was too long. Farrukh: Even voting period should be smaller.  Anne: Suggestion: Submit a”0.9 spec” for comments and incorporate the comments into “1.0 spec” Everybody agreed.  Kathryn will collect ideas from the team and submit them to Karl.  Please send additional ideas to Kathryn.

Action: Farrukh to send out RIM to Anne to update, and Anne will send back the final version of RS and RIM to Farrukh and Kathryn.  Kathryn will put the documents on the web

5. Version 3.0 work items

We discussed doing a version 2.1.  There will be no errata document. We will put in a “bug fixed” v2.0 spec as v2.1 (a TC approved document), and publish it on TC web site saying it is not an OASIS approved document. Target June 1 for v2.1.  Farrukh will use the comment resolution list to create the changes for this document. The changes will be visible in the v2.1 document so that people can see the difference. Until the TC approves the changes, we will keep the changes in-line, and once approved, will move the “diff” to a separate section. Farrukh has offered to do the RIM update since Sally is on travel, and will ask her about this when she returns May 5th.

Kathryn set the mailing lists up for the Version 3.0 work.  We discussed the URL interface to registry paper posted by McKenzie.  Such best practices could be low hanging fruits. In OASIS, the “best practice” process has not been popular.  Kathryn expressed concern about posting this document on the Registry TC web site.  She will check whether there is a policy on this in OASIS. Kathryn will check to see whether a mailing list for best practices can be set up. Anne says a best practice document may be misunderstood as a substitute for interoperability. Farrukh doesn’t think so. Suresh points out that best practice document is useful feedback, and even folks who do interoperability testing write best practice documents! The item is not closed and we will discuss further later.

Farrukh has started work on federated registries.

6. Intellectual Property statements

Kathryn will forward the IP related email sent to the chairs.

7. CC-Review subteam report

Joe did a report of the CC-review subteam activities.  The subteam will compile comments and send to the ebTWG list on how CC components can be registered in the ebXML registry.  Joe explained that some of the items in the CC/registry interaction were representations of CC components in the registry.

8. Other subteam reports

No other subteam reports.

9. TC Home page recommendations

Any suggestions to improve any of the OASIS TC web pages are to be sent to Kathryn who will forward them as a package to Jeffrey. Some suggestions: Archives are to be made easily available. Specifications are to be accessible at the beginning of the TC page than the end.  Anyone with additional thoughts on how to improve the TC web pages, please send your comments to Kathryn.
