2. Approval of minutes from last meeting

3. Introduction of new members


Scott Zimmerman, Komal Mangtani, and Monica Martin have indicated a desire to join the TC, and this was their first meeting. New attendees introduced themselves at the beginning of the conference
4.  Feedback on NIST test plan - Michal Zaremba


The issue centered around the XML Schema being less rigorous than some of the rules in the RIM, especially regarding User and Organization. The schema allows some information to be optional; such as User to have/not have telephone number or postal address.

We may need to have a best practices statement until we address the issues in 3.0.

Addressing the issue simply may mean treating the optionality as a bug and fixing it in the next version of the specification. The alternative is to look at the current Core components/UBL for using standard definitions for information like User, Organization, Telephone number, etc. In addition, we may also have to allow extensions to these standards definitions. An observation was made that whether the specification prescribes the User description elements as mandatory or optional, the Registration Authority has the privilege of rejecting the User registration for reasons outside of the specification. 

Sally to log the issue for further consideration. 

Meanwhile NIST test plans can treat the information as required for making them work.

6. Sub team reports


Active work items:


a> Federated Registry – Development has reached 0.4 version. Further work is dependent upon the progress of other sub teams - event handling and REST interfaces


b> REST interfaces work reached rev 0.3


c> Event Notification 


Auditable events have been the focus of the sub team. Some of the work in this area may break backward compatibility. The TC agreed to review the backward compatibility issues carefully. Event extensibility may be useful to preserve compatibility. 


The focus of the sub team in general is primarily on event model and delivery of events may be easier to work out later.



d> Security

Next CC spec revision will come in August. Until then, when new version is in hand, no further analysis is planned.

The difference between “cooperative registry” and “cooperative registry for UDDI” sub teams was discussed. Cooperative registry focuses on cooperation between ebXML Registries only. However Cooperative registry for UDDI focuses on making Registry objects of ebXML Registry and UDDI Registry accessible to each other.


REST concept was discussed briefly.


Kathryn advised the first 4 sub teams listed above to submit drafts by Aug 1, so that TC members can provide feedback in the subsequent meeting following Aug 1.

Who is handling Anne’s responsibility? Bekisg had mentioned interest in the last meeting. Farrukh volunteered in absence of anybody stepping up.

7. eBTWG Electronic Business Architecture specification release - any

comments?


Matt McKenzie had volunteered to review the architecture for BP and CC related aspects.


Sally had taken a look and she working with BP team. She does not see any major issues with the architecture so far.

8. Compatibility for specifications - dependencies on other ebXML standards


A matrix of compatibility of specification is being built by the JC group. Registry TC needs to identify the specifications the Registry specs depend upon along with their versions for compatibility/dependency. Dependent specs may be such as XML Schema, WSDL, SOAP, XMLDSIG, etc.

Can ebXML RR tests be accessible for IIC? Farrukh does not see any issues and plans to send out the info as soon as it is ready to be sent.
