Resignation from RegRep TC: John Bekisz submitted his resignation to the TC, due to job change. 

Approval of previous phone conference meeting minutes: Approved

Representative for Security JTC: Monica Martin is the RegRep Liaison, 

and is now a voting member of the Security JTC.

Open Forum Presentation Update: A “high level” ebXML Registry tutorial is planned

For the 20th-24 January event.  3 case studies on implementations will be presented,  

Including DISA ( Alan Kotok ), GM and KIEC.  Lisa Carnahan and NIST may be able to contribute a Health Care case study, but will not have anything until January.

Farrukh also volunteered 2 case studies on implementation, and will coordinate with Monica.

Farrukh also has 2 presentations that he feels can be reworked for the Open Forum presentation on the first day, and will work with Kathryn offline on that. 

Also, 3 discussion questions are needed to aid in the 20-minute panel discussion following the case study presentations.  

Update on ebXML Joint Coordinating Committee: JCC meets every 2 weeks, and is currently working on liaisons with W3C, Web Services Architecture Group.  It was reported that progress within the group is slow, and no new information is coming from that committee.  

ebXML Registry Web Site: The website is in a standard format, used for all the TC websites.  The OASIS webmaster indicated we could break out types of documents under the document section if we want to have a separate place for presentations, etc.  A brief discussion took place comparing the use of DocBook vs. current Word document format for RegRep documents.  No decision was made to change from the current Word and PDF format to another format.

Discussion with UDDI: Kathryn attended a UDDI teleconference with the UDDI co-chairs to talk about the relationship between the two groups. The chairs agreed that at this time, the best approach was to work on the following: 1) Both committees continue working on individual specifications and best practice papers, 2) A Joint Position Paper describing where each TC is in relation to the other be created by the two TCs.  The chairs agreed to draft an outline for the position paper to submit to each of the two TCs for writing the paper.  Discussion regarding whether such meetings could result in changes in specifications ensued.  Kathryn stated that such a paper could be beneficial to the outside community, and prevent the continuous re-hash of email issues regarding differences and overlaps of UDDI/ebXML RegRep functionality. Issues regarding the Joint Position Paper were not resolved at this meeting. 

Best Practices Papers: Kathryn asked whether any new BPPs were needed in addition to the 5 papers proposed.  No new ones were suggested.  

Contributor Names for RIM/RS specifications: Possible new names to add to the already existing list of names was discussed. No new contributors were identified. 

Status of Specifications: Farrukh walked the TC through the list of cut/paste changes made to the RS document, and discussed at length the technical details of each change.  All were accepted, however there remains a debate about the need of both an UpdateObjectsRequest and a SubmitObjectsRequest, since Farrukh pointed out that they perform the same function.  Nikola and Sally pointed out the semantic difference between the two, and no conclusion was reached regarding the need for both.  It was decided that an off-line follow-up is needed to resolve this issue. 

Review of error handling and base types for Request/Response:  Farrukh pointed out the “duplication” that occurs in ebXML error messages, largely modeled on ebMS ErrorList model.  While there is clearly overlap here, there was no consensus to change the current design.

Other items or issues: None were discussed.
