Specification action items

Registry Services

· Examples of subscriptions and notifications by Nikola 

· Updates to filter query and schema

· Issue on XML schema – restructuring of the XML schema files

· Existing: rim.xsd (info model), query.xsd and rs.xsd (Registry services)

· Version 3 additional schemas - Functional partitioning: Content management services, federation and events

· Lack of clarity in organization of schema files

· Combine clearly service vs. information model.

· Split RS into three files: rs.xsd (common for all services), query.xsd, and lifecycle.xsd (last two replace current rs.xsd)

· Move version three additions to these .xsd files.

· Replace ID with IDREF - Use any URI type instead.

· WSDL – MacKenzie has finished this action item.

· Tools don’t support these MIME types (limitation).

· SQL schema – Open

· How to handle large repository item that can be indexed as extrinsic objects - Open

Position Paper

Burton Group proposed an analysis on ebXML and UDDI.  Suggestion was made by UDDI to pursue position paper after this evolves (Potential slant towards UDDI). A European standardization group has also proposed to allocate resources for the white paper. Reference experience within the JMT where they reviewed MetaGroup draft but were unable to change the outcome.  Nikola asked what was the motivation of the position paper.  What is the focus – marketing or technical specification development? On the previously proposed joint white paper, there was not sufficient buy-in within UDDI to move the effort forward (joint paper UDDI-Reg/Rep); a proposal from Booz-Allen-Hamilton was not accepted.   Team decided to try again for joint paper, and if not pursue a white paper within the ebReg/Rep team.

CCTS Requirements and Reg/Rep

General discussion:

· CCTS needs independent verification of their spec.  Is Reg/Rep interested?

· CCTS wishes resolution quickly.

· Define a CC registry object, but need XML representation for BIE (Chiusano).

· There are non-normative sections in the CCTS that provide some use case materials in this arena.

· Several teams holistically want to use UML to generate computable elements (which is not realistic technically today). 

· XMI captures the model that has nothing to do with transactions.

· Nikola said we need actual elements to be able to use in registry – UBL, OAG?  Webber indicated OAG is farther along in providing those (200+ Business object documents).  Discussed briefly differences in perspectives.  How do we capture the hierarchy between the logical and physical? XSL, CAM options, for example.

· Discussed in detail whether Reg/Rep could be involved in CC verification and the time frame to do so.

· Also discussed the registry component, prime metadata attributes, objects and serialization.  Webber said Reg/Rep should be able to capture the metadata. He indicated we should separate the specification support and the implementation detail.  An example such as content management was briefly discussed.

· Taking the applicable CC requirements and only implement relevant portion in Reg/Rep. Webber suggested a pragmatic approach where we see lessons learned in the marketplace before considering Reg/Rep changes.

Team decided to pursue an independent verification, and notify Mary Kay Blantz on our interest in doing this.  Previous background and history in our CC review would be used as inputs to this process.  Chiusano take the lead in a subcommittee effort (estimated ~2 months) and define the scope of the effort.

Team also decided that a CC binding to Registry would not be a part of the specification.  A best practices paper will be developed for this.

XML Web Services One

The team has been asked to provide a representative for a panel for XML Web Services One in March 2003 in California. Breininger will investigate if a non-TC member can participate in this.

Liaison to OASIS SJC

A new liaison to the OASIS Security Joint Committee (SJC) is needed to replace Monica Martin. Farrukh Najmi may consider.

Web Services Best Practices Paper

On web services best practices paper, the goal is to create one paper with multiple sections that are published iteratively. One section will define mapping from WSDL to RIM attributes (catalog definition, semantic validation, discovery or parameterized queries, and canonical data).  This will be on the agenda for next time to continue discussion.
