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1. Minute taker 

Following the TC’s rotation, Paul Macias agreed to take minutes for the meeting.

2. Approval of minutes from last meeting (correction)

The minutes were approved with a modification provided by Joe Chiusano in a message to the listserve.

3. Introductions of new members

The TC welcomed two new participants:

   Uday Subbaravan of Sun, who participated on the open source ebXML registry, and

   Peter Kacandes, a senior manager at Adobe for XML and Web Services. 

4. Status on specs, review of changes (chapter 12, Generic Header, Users and Organizations, etc.)

Nikola Stojanovic reported on an issue discussed on ebXML-Dev listserve regarding Genetic headers.  He noted that version 3 contains ID requests that could be derived from the message header.  He recommended that the TC should at some point evaluate whether to support binding to a generic header that could facilitate certain IDs.

Nikola also asked the TC to consider making the specification more clear on the application of affiliation between users and organizations.  Discussion developed consensus that allowing users to have more than one organizational affiliation was an appropriate reflection of the real world.  The RIM will allow a canonical representation of “isAffiliatedWith” to allow for multiple affiliations and an explanation of how ownership of an object should be managed where a submitting user is affiliated with more than one organization.

A solution that might use OWL may be a good thing to consider for Version 4 to provide semantic management.

Farrukh Najmi reported that the re-factoring of the schema along service lines is done and has been posted to the web site.  Also, an initial canonical data set has been completed and posted to the site.

Farrukh noted that a canonical policy and policy set for XACML are needed.  The TC agreed that these additions should be included in Version 3. Farrukh will prepare these pieces.

5. Namespace discussion - any resolution?

Discussion led to the position that namespaces should be managed as another type of binding.  This issue will be added to list of Best Practices to be developed.

6. Review of action items for spec

Farrukh led a review of some of the TC’s action items.

For the Registry Services specification:

a) Update FilterQuery for schema V3 changes.  This item is currently on hold.

b) Editorial fixes. This item is progressing  and Farrukh expressed his belief the document is close enough for the TC to begin evaluating the steps towards voting on the specification.

c) Content Management Service.  Farrukh explained how Content Management is vexing for derived metadata from a cataloging service.  Discussion led to a recommendation that when a cataloging service submits data then the Auditable Event records the service’s reference.  It will apply the same date/time stamp for all objects generated by a given invocation.

d) Like query function.  The TC agreed on the need for filter query to support the functionality provided by “Like” from SQL.

For the Registry Information Model specification:

a) Linking many ExtrinsicObject to many elements in the same repository item. The TC debated options for how to provide paths from many ExtrisicObject representations within a single repository item. In the end the TC agreed that the issue is properly left to the implementer, and the most the TC should consider is a possible Best Practice.

b) Enumeration Attributes. The TC agreed with a recommendation that all enumeration attributes be required to have references to a classification node that would provide a consistency of implementations.
c) Attributes. The TC agreed to a proposal that any attribute of RegistryObject or its sub-type as be allowed to be a resource attribute.
The TC discussed a timetable for wrapping up the version 3 work on the RS and RIM specifications.  The goal will be for the RS and RIM to be provided to Sally Fuger for editing by the end of the month.  The TC will consider voting on the specifications soon there after.

7. Position paper update

Kathryn Breininger updated the TC on discussion she had with the OASIS UDDI TC regarding a joint position paper.  There will not be a joint paper at this time, so the ebXML RegRep team decided to pursue a position paper on its own.  Kathryn will be talking to the potential author of the paper and keep the ebXML RegRep TC posted on developments.

8. OASIS Forum on the Direction of Web Services - Report out

Uday Subbaravan was the TC’s representative on an OSASIS panel discussion of web services.  He reported to the TC how he explained ebXML support for web services and general reactions.  Uday will distribute a summary of the panel experience to the TC listserve.

9. Discussion on CCTS implementation in Registry (if Joe is available)

Joe Chiusano led a discussion on Core Component implementation in an ebXML registry that followed on from previous meetings and listserve postings.  He indicated that he is pursuing ATG2 input for serialization of Core Components.  Joe noted that he expects to look through a relevant document being voted on by ATG2 at this time.

Sally mentioned that she will be attending a UN/CEFACT meeting in the coming week and is willing to carry questions forward to CCTS.  Joe asked that she ask ATGS to validate the direction of Core Components, and recommend that we wait to see what UN/CEFACT does next week.

10. Best Practice Paper (if Joe is available)

Joe led a review of a Best Practice for binding web services to an ebXML registry.  Farrukh is providing Joe with UML diagrams.  Completing edits are expected to take a couple of days.  Sally agreed to edit the final version.

11. Other issues/items

The TC agreed that a marketing support sub-team would be desirable.  Peter Kacandes was willing to consider leading the sub-team.

12. Next meeting

The next teleconference will be setup for March 20th at the regular time.
