4. Conformance testing requirements, comments:
No action since last meeting - Mike Kass did not receive any comments back

The TC discussed which version should take highest priority for testing requirements:
· Original intent was to address the requirements that are common between versions 2.1 and 2.5, then the requirements unique to version 2.5 (a.k.a 3.0 for our purposes here)

· Farrukh believes the first priority should be on version 3.0, not on version 2.1; then, we would “port” the test cases back to version 2.1

· The tests would take 4-6 months to create – by that time, version 3.0 will be out so it would seem strange to not have conformance tests for it 

· Farrukh had also sent Mike Kass a version-independent list of test case categories, which Mike read aloud

· Farrukh emphasized that multiple test cases could be generated for each of the high-level categories

· Farrukh sent the list of categories to the listserv

· The tests should be written to include only some of the version 3.0 functionality (identified in Farrukh’s list as ”core” functionality) – i.e. the functionality that is common to all releases since the specification began

Mike Kass also mentioned an XML registry demo that will take place at XML 2003, by

WSRP help:

· Alan Kropp (WSRP TC) recently asked for our help with a Technical Note for registering portlets in an ebXML Registry

· Farrukh initially noted their reference to UDDI, and requested that they also reference ebXML Registry

· Joe had asked Kathryn about the status of this request, as he is interested in helping

· Farrukh had volunteered, but he would be happy to have someone take over due to his current workload

· Joe agreed to act as primary contact, with Farrukh as secondary

· Kathryn to send e-mail to Alan Kropp notifying him of this update [ACTION ITEM – KATHRYN]
Version 2.1 specification public review:
· So far, no comments received  

· Farrukh mentioned that there are minor errors in the 2.5 schemas, and he is correcting them

· The WSDL updates should also be completed by end of 2003

· Farrukh also reported that the 2.5 specs will be ready for public review by end of January 2004

Adobe and Yellow Dragon news:
· Carl mentioned the recent news of the Adobe acquisition of Yellow Dragon

· The TC thinks it is wonderful news

· Peter K. described this further (in very high-level, public terms), and what it will mean for Adobe customers
