2. No corrections were requested from the last minutes.

3. e-Gov - Farrukh: Only one thing to note about the e-Gov committee and that was the start of the Define Naming Conventions& Design Work.  

4. SCM - Farrukh: A lot of traffic and braining storming is going on. We are trying to structure conversations around uses cases.  We are using a common template to capture the use cases.  We will be meeting every two weeks between 1 and 2:00 ET P.M. SCM - Carl: We have been actively soliciting members.  Still only a few members have joined. There maybe a concern about the amount to effort to first join the Technical Committee and then join the Subcommittee. The following Use cases have been submitted: 

a. [Use Case] #1 - eBusiness Industry Dictionary: nouns 

b. [Use Case] #2 - eBusiness Industry Dictionary: BP catalogues 

c. [Use Case] #3 Collaborative ontology development 

d. [Use Case] #4 Classify content using Ontology class 

e. [Use Case] #5 Associate 2 RegistryObjects using an Ontology Class 

f. [Use Case] #6 Discover content using semantic queries 

g. [Use Case] #7 Extend information model with user-defined classes 

5. CC Review Subcommittee - Joe: Continue Technical Note. Drive down to lower levels of the CCTS. Started the email thread Deviations from the CCTS.  The thread outlines deviations based on the CCTS and the Registry architecture. The CCTS does not take into account reusability as much as it could.  The Registry is architected to take advantage of reusability as much as possible. 

6. Core Components XML serialization - Joe: The CC Review Subcommittee will talk more about serialization from both a storage and format standpoint. Farrukh said this could be impacted by the work we are doing with the Semantic Content Management Subcommittee. 

7. OASIS Symposia - Kathryn: A head count was taken to determine who will be available to for the OASIS Symposia in April. The next thing that happed was a list of suggestions for presentations was collected: 

a. ebXML Registry security related stuff

b. "state of the union" for ebXML Registry

c. The semantic aware ebXML Registry: reliability support with attitude 

d. Interoperability demo (light) integrating the Web Service Reliable Messaging. 

e. Adoption of ebXML Registry/use cases/examples of what is already out there 

f. Programmatic access via SOAP to the registry and registry WSDL 

The group decided to focus on:

1. Secure content using ebXML Registry; 

2. The semantic aware ebXML Registry; 

3. Short ebXML Registry demo and overview; 

or 4. ebXML Registry use cases/examples of what is out there.

Kathryn took an action item to contact OASIS about the appropriateness of the topics.

8. UK MOD requirements - Paul S: The MOD requirement covers the creating of an architecture that can be widely reused.  The major components are: a. Registry Storage b. Content Assembly c. Workflow 

9. Satine project - Carl: Satine stands for Semantic-based Interoperability Infrastructure for Integrating Web Service Platforms to Peer-to-Peer Networks.  The project extends the work done by the Registry TC to provide support for OWL. Carl posed a question of how to provide a link from the Registry TC home page to the Satine project. Additionally, member(s) of the Satine project have been solicited for Semantic Content Management team participation. 

10. GJXDM - Joe: GJXDM stands for the Global Justice XML Data Model and is a project of the US Department of Justice.  This project should be tracked because of the obvious potential need for an ebXML Registry. 

11. Specs Status – Sally: due to facilities problems the edits to the document have had to be recreated.  This process should be completed within the next couple of weeks. Status - Farrukh: is evaluating a new tool for editing.
