0. Roll Call:

There was a round of introductions for John Gillerman of Sisco, attending his first meeting as a prospective member of the TC.

1. Minute taker

Paul Macias agreed to take the meeting minutes.

2. Approval of minutes from last meeting

The minutes of the previous meeting were approved without modification.

3. eGov (Farrukh, anything to report?)

Farruhk provided an update on a recent eGov meeting.

Verification of ebXML messaging within eGov is up for vote.

An email discussion carried over into the meeting proposing a new Semantic Interoperability technical committee.  The scope being discussed included such activities as developing common naming and design rules.  Farruhk’s sense of the eGov’s attitude toward the proposal was to hold off on supporting a new TC, and work through existing groups.  Though there seemed to be support for a new subcommittee of eGov to approach semantic interoperability from the eGov perspective to start.

A new subcommittee is starting within eGov on registry to:

     1) define requirements for an egov registries 

     2) develop a best practice document using ebXML registry

     3) produce a pilot project.

4. SCM subcommittee report

Carl reported on the inaugural meeting of the SCM subcommittee.

The session covered the charter and plan for deliverables.  The participants worked on some of the proposed use cases.  Members will continue to discuss the remaining use cases and scenarios on the list and likely at the next subcommittee telecon.  They are soliciting for any additional use cases and scenarios for consideration.

Members of the subcommittee are proceeding to pursuer other semantic content related TCs with which to liaise.

A draft abstract on semantic content has been prepared. Carl will make the document available in the TC space for comment.

The subcommittee calls are on alternating Tuesdays from 1-2 ET.  The next telecon will be February 10th.

Special meeting on the 30th of march, 1 - 2 ET, where Prof. ___ will talk on Ontologies.  Will be an open house session for members of the TC.

5. OASIS Symposia and ebXML TC joint meetings in April

Kathryn noted that she has sent messages to the TCs identified during the previous telecon about having a joint session.  She has heard back from a couple that they are interested, but need to finalize their agendas.  Current plans for the ebXML Reg/Rep face-to-face are to meet from 1-5 PM on April 28th and all day on the 29th.  The morning of the 28th will be reserved to meet with the other TCs.

There were discussions on possible ebXML registry presentations during the symposia. Farrukh mentioned that he is considering a panel discussion related to the epidemic management presentation given during XML 2003, but have representatives from TCs and governmental participants.  The focus of the panel would be to describe problems and how an ebXML registry can provide the solutions.  Peter mentioned that there is going to be a healthcare conference at the end of February that where a demonstration similar to the epidemic will be given integrating HL7.  Peter suggested that Farrukh may want to approach Bill Majerski, who will be part of the HL7 demo, as candidate to the panel.  Others with recommendations of potential panel participants should forward information to Jamie and Farrukh.

6. Presentation abstracts, due Feb. 9th - status

Jamie believes the deadline for abstract proposals will be firm.  Potential submitter were encouraged to consider starting with a shorter abstract for consideration, that can be fleshed out later.

Farrukh is working with Monica to develop one.  Carl sent a draft proposal to the ebXML registry listserve recently for feedback.

Kathryn will send another reminder to get the abstracts in by February 9th.  Note that the New Orleans Jazz Festival is the same week, so register quickly to get a reservation.

7.  UK MOD requirements (see e-mail from Paul S)

Kathryn asked that people take note of Paul Spencer’s recent message. Unfortunately, Paul was not available for this meeting.

8.  Liaison with Dublin Core

Carl sent a message to Dublin Core asking about support for registries that will make use of Dublin Core.  The message was forwarded to the ebXML listserve a week ago.  Current plans seems to be rather simplistic.

Jamie relayed that he’s had some back and forth discussions on an institutional level, but TCs can work under the liaising policy.  Carl and Jamie will coordinate on the communications taking place.

Kathryn polled if there were others interested in liaisoning.  Carl is leading the effort, and a couple of people have mentioned interest in being part of the liaison efforts.

9.  Liaison with W3CRDF DA working group

Farrukh reported that there is a F2F coming up.  He has a couple leads for contacts to make with the group.  (i.e. Dan Brickley)

He mentioned that the group is considering changing its title from RDF to Semantic Web since they believe their RDF topic is done.

10.  WSRP update

Kathryn explained that Joe Chiusano’s work load has lead him to step back as the lead liaison, and Farrukh is taking over the role of primary liaison.  She asked if anyone else is interested in liaisoning and to let her and Farrukh know.

Farrukh reported that WSRP is working on features for Publish, Find, and Bind.  There is a paper for how to do this using UDDI.  He has shared an outline for a comparable ebXML paper.  Farrukh is looking to have a first rough draft Monday that build on the web service technical note developed last year.

11. Specs status

Sally has made some progress on reviewing the spec and is tracking questions that arise.  She will be sending them to Farrukh for input.

12. Other issues/items 

The participants had an extensive discussion on the idea of ebXML reg/rep as a content management standard.  Some detailed considerations were made for what things would make the spec a useful spec for content management.  The group will look to continue this discussion on the listserve and in future meetings.

Farrukh noted that he has been accepted as a presenter for the XML Europe for ebXML Registry for Semantic Content.
