2. Approval of minutes from last meeting:

Farrukh suggested that we consider using Carl Mattock’s template for minutes in the 

   future

· Carl to send template to listserv [ACTION ITEM – CARL – DONE]
3. e-Gov report:
Farrukh – had to miss the previous OASIS e-Gov TC meeting, and has not yet read the 

   minutes

Farrukh talked about the UK government’s pilot registry proposal

· Several folks are to be involved in a registry pilot

· Pilot is in very early stages –Paul Spencer has posted requirements to e-Gov TC listserv
4. SCM subcommittee report:
Carl reported that the last meeting “very lively and energetic”

The SC addressed what type of ontology support should be included in their 

    work, as well as what aspects of the spec would need to be modified
The SC will support OWL

· The SC feels that they should not “hardwire” a single expression syntax – such as OWL – but they should support multiple expression syntaxes (KIFF, TM, etc.)

· They will have a binding to OWL

· Also discussed KIFF, conceptual graphs, and other forms of ontology  

· Topic maps were “fleetingly mentioned”

5. CC-review report (Duane):
Skipped, as Duane is not on call

Any comments on Duane’s workplan should be sent to Duane [ACTION ITEM - TC]

6. WSRP Report:

Farrukh just completed a 4-day WSRP F2F

Day 2 – Farrukh presented Technical Note on WSRP and ebXML Registry
· Received a lot of positive comments

Will need 1 or 2 more iterations and then it will be up for vote in WSRP TC

The TC discussed the possibility of placing the TN up for vote in our TC

· Farrukh pointed out that there is no OASIS mechanism for joint (cross—TC) approvals

· Kathryn will look into the details [ACTION ITEM – KATHRYN] and we will discuss at next call

Farrukh stated that we should consider having in the future a TN that shows ebXML 

   Registry “masquerading” as if it is a WSRP producer (a WSRP producer service) – i.e. 

   a new interface for us 

· Farrukh will send this out in e-mail to ask for thoughts [ACTION ITEM - FARRUKH]

7. OASIS Symposium – need final head count:

Kathryn ran through the folks who have confirmed participation – asked about   

   others

Sally mentioned that an AIAG rep will give a presentation on AIAG’s ebXML 

   and Web Services efforts

8. Stored queries – continued discussion:

The TC reviewed Farrukh’s proposal

Farrukh emphasized that the stored query aspect is very important, not just the 

   parameterized queries

Kathryn questioned the use of MUST for implementation

Zach had concerns with adding more features to the registry, and whether this function 

   will scale well – he had seen problems with the stored query approach with LDAP 

   databases

· Farrukh and Matt stated that it will scale well, and discussed the performance benefits of using these techniques

· Matt emphasized that since stored queries will be represented as RegistryObjects, we can add access control to queries, controlled by an administrator

· Farrukh to add information about this aspect to the proposal [ACTION ITEM - FARRUKH]
Farrukh also emphasized that we had stored queries in 2.5 – we just did not have the 

   capability to invoke them; and now we’ve added the parameterized aspect

Farrukh also discussed “context variables” such as $current_user and $current_time 

   that can be used in queries, where they are resolved by the system

· Carl added $role

9. Compliance/alignment with WS-I – continued discussion:

Nikola provided summary of issue

Farrukh will examine our schemas and WSDL documents for WS-I compliance to the 

   Basic Profile 1.1 and Attachments Profile [ACTION ITEM – FARRUKH]
Joe will keep watch on WS-I developments and notify the TC of anything pertinent

Sally has not been able to make progress due to work commitments 

Farrukh stated that the highest risk open area was WSDL updates – these are done, 

   but Farrukh will give a final test tomorrow
