Minutes from April 15th and from Face-to-Face were approved without comments or corrections.

eGov Report - Farrukh Najmi

· There has not been a meeting since F2F at XML Europe

· A formal subcommittee on registry has been formed, consisting of Farrukh, Carl, Duane and Paul Macias

· Carl and Paul have produced a document that Carl will post to the regrep list

· There has been some progress on registry implementation to be used by the project. They plan to continue testing and “kick the tires”

· The ebMS best practice paper has been approved by the committee

· A paper on search service interoperability using ISO 23950 has been published. Some developers have used ISO 23950 for an ebXML registry, a sign of adoption

· Duane reported that the data model in use within the UK Ministry of Defense office is very close to ISO 11179 data model

· They are working to develop data elements using the CCTS methodology

WSRP report – Farrukh Najmi

· Farrukh missed a couple of meetings due to schedule restraints

· He attended the last meeting of the publish, find, bind group and plans to provide a new version of the ebXML technical note for the next meeting. They are also looking at UDDI and an abstract data model document for WSRP publish, find, bind

SCM subcommittee report – Carl Mattocks

· Carl is working on a document to send out for feedback that includes use cases and some refinement on query aspects
· He is also contributing to a paper to be published in "some wonderful journal somewhere" and will advise the group when it is published
· They are liaising informally with W3C RDF Data Access WG, which is nearing public review of use cases & a requirements document for querying RDF stores. He noted that much of semantic content will probably be a form of RDF
Core Component Review subcommittee report – Duane Nickull

· Duane has a first pass of a draft document (8 pgs + gaps & holes), which he will send informally to anyone who wants to review it
· He found that UUID handling is very complex, but  he believes it is solvable
· He expects to have a reasonable draft within 4 weeks
Specs status – Farrukh Najmi

· Farrukh is merging in the items we have agreed to incorporate for version 3. He provided a detailed list of the changes he is making.
· When complete, Farrukh will send it to Sally for edit and to the entire group for review and comments – he hopes to do so by mid-June
· The group agreed that the version for review will be v 2.6, giving us several numbers to work with, if needed, before finalizing as v 3.
Action item list – Farrukh Najmi

· Farrukh has been keeping a spreadsheet of anything needed for version 3. Currently only Farrukh and Nikola actually have any to-dos.
Version 3.0 implementations – Kathryn Breininger

· Kathryn reminded the team that we need to list 3.0 implementations to get OASIS approval for the finished document
· Farrukh has implemented an alpha version of the release
· If you know of any others, please advise Kathryn
Folder idea - Farrukh Najmi

· Farrukh proposed a file folder approach to enhance access control within the registry
· The approach is simple and requires no change to the RIM; Farrukh implemented it in less than one day

· In one submission it is possible to submit an entire tree, and the URL is relative to base URL of registry

· There is one restriction: Names must be unique for objects in the same Registry Package in a given locale; duplicate names would cause ambiguity, therefore not allowed

· Farrukh thinks this should be a required feature (default) to ensure uniform implementation of content management. Does not exclude option for user-defined URL. Farrukh will write up a formal proposal for review by TC

GML Days 2004 – Kathryn Breininger

· Kathryn asked if there was any Interest in the GML Days 2004 opportunity (see earlier e-mail) in Vancouver, 25-29 July. Duane Nickull agreed to speak on behalf of the team. Kathryn will put him in touch with the originator of the request
Survey question discussion 

· Carl Mattocks drafted a survey for registry users to determine how they are using the registry specs, and wondered if we could use OASIS to help promote the survey.  Kathryn to check with OASIS for approval/policies on sending surveys, and to find out if OASIS can help publicize the survey.
· The survey has been packaged as an Adobe Form. Carl will distribute it to the group. There has been no formal discussion yet. The group needs to review the questions.  

Other issues/items 

· Sally presented a use case for management of quality documents and asked the group to review it and send her their thoughts on whether the ebXML registry is a good solution.
Next meeting is June 10, 2004.
