1. Minute taker

Kathryn agreed to take the minutes as Nikola chaired the meeting.

2. Approval of minutes from last meeting

The minutes were approved.

3. HTTP Interface enhancement
Nikola provided an overview of the discussion on the e-mail list regarding http-binding GET method and UUID, EternalIdentifier and UIDs.  David joined the telecon and provided additional comments and feedback.  It was requested to add object identification in addition to UUID.  We agreed to accept David’s use case and Nikola suggested Farrukh to write up the proposal, as he was familiar with the topic.  
ACTION ITEM: Farrukh to write proposal.
4. SAML discussion
SAML 2.0 is a committee approved draft and is currently out for public comment.  After some discussion, the TC approved incorporation into the OASIS Regrep specs.
5. ebRIM Extension Modules proposal
Richard presented the extensibility proposal which was posted Sept. 15th.  The proposal is based on experience implementing ebRIM and suggests incorporating the concept of an extension module into ebRIM to enable some extensibility and flexibility for particular vertical or horizontal applications.  This would allow general or highly specialized extensions to the core ebRIM model.  He noted that the strength of the RIM is that it is flexible and can be tailored as needed.  Nikola pointed out that additional types could be added to Table 2 in the proposal.  Richard will update the proposal and provide an example.  This proposal is being considered for version 3.0.

6. Generic Stored Query proposal
Richard provided an overview of the Generic Stored Query proposal.  This proposal would add support for generic stored queries using any query language.  It would also call for slight changes to RIM.  There was some discussion about the proposal and the existing capabilities.

7. Other Issues/items
