1. Minute taker

Paul agreed to take the minutes.

2. Approval of minutes from last meeting

The minutes were approved.

3. eGov report

Farrukh passed on that Paul Spencer is preparing a presentation to the eGov TC that will describe progress for the UK MOD’s ebXML project.  The project has completed the mapping activities, and is starting the process of actually implementing the registry after resolving a logistical delay.

Carl brought up the discussion from the listserve regarding the impact of UN/CEFACT ICG developing a normative expression syntax for CCTS in an ebXML registry.  As presented in an email to the list (9/17), Farrukh reiterated that the ICG is in the process of developing the normative syntax and a mapping of the syntax to ebXML RIM. Clarifying a point of discussion regarding serialization, Farrukh explained that the ICG is planning on developing a canonical profile based on a restricted XMI model that will enable greater interoperability of serialization activities among tools.

4. WSRP report

Farrukh reported that activity will likely be quiet for a while now that the technical note has been completed within the WSRP TC and is now in an OASIS open review period. (See listserve message 9/23 from Farrukh).

Those looking to review the technical note can download it from the WSRP homepage at OASIS.

5. Review of draft core components document

Deferred to next meeting to allow Duane the opportunity to lead the discussion.

6. rim.xsd proposal

Farrukh noted the summary of changes to make the query schema extensible and object oriented. The extension module related change is very minor. (See email of 9/21).  He suggested that explicitly incorporating the extension module would be much cleaner than trying to explain the concept rolled up in RegistryPackage.  Farrukh still need to review the support for the “Any” element and report back to the list on his findings on whether "Any" is well supported by XML Schema tools or not.

ACTION ITEM: Farrukh - review implications of use of “any” element as proposed for extension modules.

In a related discussion for item 7, Paul asked if the introduction of the modular functionality would be practical to implement in version 3 from a document stand point and in producing the require representative implementations. Farrukh explained that the “soft” extension proposal put forward by Richard is fairly simple to accommodate and should be mandatory.  However, a “hard” extension approach, while more appealing to Farrukh, would be more involved in making sure it’s properly implemented, which the TC may want to consider either leaving out of 3.0 or introduce in 3.0 as a normative but optional feature.  Given a few weeks of work, we may know more about whether the “hard” approach should be deferred for version 4, but it shouldn’t be an issue to at least address the concept as Richard outlined.

7. Stored query proposal

Farrukh summarized the benefits of the proposal in providing a flexible way of adding additional query languages to the registry in a modular way.  Such an approach is better than adding specific components query language that comes along. TC members are asked to review the proposal and comment on the list.

ACTION ITEM: ALL – review proposal and send any comments to the list.

8. Geo Module proposal

Deferred to allow Richard to lead the discussion.

Farrukh noted that the Geo Module proposal is one of the implementations of the extension module proposal that FreebXML is planning to test.  He suggested that for the TC, the Geo Module would probably best serve as an example from which to discuss practical implementation issues of extension modules.

9. Mapping tutorial

Farrukh described the evolution of a tutorial he and Nikola are developing.  The initial focus of the tutorial was to explain domain mapping, but they soon realized that it should be easy enough to make the tutorial much broader to explain how to best use all the various features of ebXML Registry and how to map concepts to the registry.  Farrukh and Nikola would appreciate any comments from TC n the tutorial.

ACTION ITEM: ALL – review tutorial and send any comments to the list.

10. Other Issues/items

11. Next meeting
