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The OASIS ebXML Registry Solutions

New technologies enable us to create and use dynamic information through the web, including XML (eXtensible Markup Language) Schemas, DTDs (Document Type Definitions), Core Components, and Web Services.  How do we discover and share these assets in a global environment?  How do we protect access to sensitive assets?  Where can we discover assets to be used in our applications so that we can provide application integration across systems, enabling them to talk to one another and conduct business electronically?

An ebXML registry provides a means to discover and retrieve objects and resources, including XML elements, XML schemas, DTDs, core components and other assets for electronic information interchange. An ebXML registry provides a resource for describing, discovering  and using information assets that enable electronic business and application integration.  The advantage of using XML objects and resources can only be realized if they are registered and accessible for discovery and use.  Finding and using these electronic assets is critical in a global environment where business is conducted electronically. 

This presentation will provide a brief overview of the functionality and features of the OASIS ebXML Registry specifications, focusing on version 3.0 enhancements.  The majority of the presentation will concentrate on presenting a number of use cases in which an ebXML Registry was implemented to solve specific business problems.  Participants will learn how ebXML Registries have been deployed to production, lessons learned from those implementations, and best practices for implementing an ebXML Registry.
