1. Minute taker: Kathryn volunteered to take minutes.


2. Approval of Minutes:  It was agreed to delay approval of the minutes from the last meeting (March 31st) as not everyone had had an opportunity to review.  During the discussion of the minutes, Monica provided an update on the request for participation in the EB Days 2005 in France.  The discussion was turned over to the OASIS Staff to coordinate a speaker on ebXML.  Monica will check to see what the status is regarding participation.
3. Update on status of Registering Web Services TN:  Joe provided status to Kathryn on this activity in an earlier e-mail.  Kathryn reported that Joe is working on the update and is hoping to have something for the TC to review in the next two weeks.
4. Status on other Technical Notes: 
· ebXML Registry Tutorial:  Ivan and Diego have volunteered to work on the tutorial.  Other TC members will also contribute to the effort.  This tutorial will be an overview document on how to use and implement an ebXML Registry.  It was determined that we may need two tutorials; one a higher-level overview, and the other a more hands on tutorial designed for implementers and developers.  Ivan and Diego asked for any draft materials that they might be able to use to start the document.  Monica and Kathryn talked about the ebXML White Paper the ebXML JC has been working on (currently in outline form) which covers all the ebXML modules.  Information on this has been forwarded to the TC.

· The document currently titled ebXML Registry – a Tutorial is really a document describing how to customize and use an ebXML Registry for specific domains and applications.  It was agreed that the title on this document needs to be revised so it is not confused with the tutorial(s) Ivan and Diego will be developing.

· Brochure: Carl was not on the call, so no status on this.


· FAQ: Paul was not on the call, so no status on this.


· Registry survey: Carl was not on the call, so no status on this.  We discussed the survey concept.  Kathryn mentioned that OASIS has staff and a survey program to help us post a survey.  We just need to come up with the questions.  We also need to think about what we want to learn from a survey, and how we will use the information we gather.

5. OASIS Symposium Lightning round: Kathryn expressed appreciation for all the comments and suggestions.  She needs to submit the final presentation to OASIS by Wednesday of next week, and will be sending out another draft soon.  Please review and comment quickly so that it can be finalized by Wednesday.
6. Agenda for face-to-face:  A draft agenda was put together for the meeting.  A number of folks will be calling in remotely.  Two telecon sessions are set up (see previous e-mails) with a one-hour break in-between.  Topics that will be covered in the face-to-face include:
· Process for accepting customization of specs for particular domains or communities (also called “profile”)
· Webinar – what do we want to cover, who is the audience, put together draft materials.  We determined that we will have to wait until the end of April to set the date for the webinar, as we would like to cover version 3.0 in the material and have the webinar coincide closely with the approval of the documents as OASIS Standards.  However, this working session will be an excellent opportunity to get the draft materials developed.

· Review of any technical notes that are ready (possibly the Registering Web Services TN and the WSRP ebXML technical note (needs to be reviewed and formally approved by the TC)).  Also review and work on the brochure and survey questions.

· Roadmap for the future.  Please submit ideas and suggestions prior to the face-to-face.

· Wish list for version 4.0 enhancements.  Please submit ideas and suggestions prior to the face-to-face.

· Other items.  Please submit any other ideas and suggestions.

7. Next meeting will be the face-to-face in New Orleans on April 28th.  Two telecon sessions have been set up; one for the morning and one for the afternoon.  Roll call will be taken at each session.  Talk to you all from New Orleans next time!
