1. Minute Taker

Paul agreed to take minutes for the meeting.

2. Approval of minutes from past meeting

Approved no changes.

3. Update on Webinar

Rescheduled for September, but waiting for Jamie’s availability in order to setup the numbers.

Ivan recommended adding slide for core components and core component profile to the list.  Figures on page 10, recommend adding a service registry as an actor.  Another slide on e-Forms example.

AI: Farrukh will post source file to make adjustments.

AI: Carl and Ivan (?) will make adjustments and post updated version to the team soon after they get the source document.

Webinar will focus on the first 21 slides with the remaining slides as backup.

4. ebXML JC White Paper discussion (Monica)

Overview paper explaining the specs and their relationship to each other.  Document may also provide statuses and possible scenarios for use.  Would like feedback from the TC.
Ivan recommended that page 10 expound on what “Security enhancements” have been added.  Update that ebXML 3.0 is now an OASIS Standard.

5. Artifact Naming Guidelines 

Please comment by July 27 on guidelines for naming artifacts that get posted. (email)
Carl was looking for a reference to classification.  May be basing it on the artifact type and name.  The goal seems a good one to pursue, but the approach could be unwieldy.
Carl was not sure on what the scope of artifacts is.  May not apply to things like meeting minutes, but any product from the TC may be effected.

Monica noted that to make comment you have to join the discussion list.  The email provides information on viewing previously made comments.

6. Other issues

Monica provided a brief of JC meeting July 20:

· Discussed artifact guidelines and Whitepaper, October 17 Pim Vanderjok is overseeing the promotion of the specifications and had input on seeking membership
· ebSOA resolved IP issues that will go into the next architecture document.  They are shooting for a document for review towards the end of summer.
Carl recommended the TC look at developing a brief paper explaining what we mean by “profiles” and how to introduce new profiles.  Ivan is working on document based off the earlier tutorial that will provide this kind of guidance. (Guide to Map UML to ebRIM / Profile Template).  Farrukh recommends that a separate marketing document be developed to explain what a profile is and the benefit.  Carl will produce an outline and requests that others send him input.
Farrukh is working on a paper on registries enabling large-scale SOA.

Paul noted that Gartner released the 2005 update on the XML specification “hype” scale.  The latest version had ebXML Registry specifications moving out of the “trough of disillusionment”.
