1. Approval of previous meeting minutes

2. Minute taker
Kathryn Breininger agreed to take the minutes.
3. Status on web services profile
Some new issues have been identified for the Web Services profile.  Farrukh has some notes on these and will post to the list.
4. ebXML Registry Wiki http://wiki.oasis-open.org/regrep/ 
OASIS has set up a Wiki for the ebXML Registry TC - see the link above.  This is available for the TC’s collaborative work; everyone should review the policies and rules in the box at the top of the page.  A page has been set up for collaboration with UNSPSC to define an “ebXML registry profile for UNSPSC”.  Ted will post some introductory material to the wiki.
5. Type extensibility
The Type extensibility proposal was discussed.  Type extensibility would allow the definition of new classes as extensions on the core set provided by the registry information model.  A profile could be developed that describes how to implement type extensibility.  The TC discussed what this would be and how type extensibility would work.  A page has been set up for discussion on the Wiki: http://wiki.oasis-open.org/regrep/documents/proposals/typeExtensibility .
6. IIC Profile templates
Jacques joined the call to discuss the IIC deployment profiling templates. These have been or are being developed for several of the other ebXML standards (for example, ebMS.)  The templates can be used to promote how deployment profiles are defined and developed.  Profiles are used to determine which options an implementation will use from a spec.  A deployment profile would list all of the options that need to be considered and dealt with for an implementation, for example an operational profile would cover items such as payloads, header, resources, etc. The IIC is proposing developing a bundle of ebXML deployment profiles for implementers for each of the ebXML standards.  These would point out all aspects of each ebXML standard that need to be addressed in an implementation.  This will be discussed again at the next ebXML Registry TC call, as we ran out of time.
